  There's no limit to what's available to a Chess student today, you can find more than 500 Gbytes of books, in PDF or even Chessbase format, programs, hundreds of instruction movies, a forest in which the Chess student can go astray.


  A large choice of books about traps is available, each proposing some hundreds of sequences, and when you have finished reading them, maybe you will recall three or four, which struck your imagination: and over the board you will recall that in a similar position there's a winning sequence, but it does not come back to your mind.

  As when visiting an important Museum, at the end of your visit your mind will be confused, and you will remember just a couple of masterpieces.


  Instead of showing you some hundreds of opening traps, in many different openings, where at the end of the reading no one will be remembered, with the regret of knowing that in a similar position there's a winning sequence, which you do not recall; I will fully cover just one trap, rather unknown, which claimed many victims, up to Master level. Who however are able (they) to win even after losing one solid piece.


  But normally the game ends in 7 moves.


  Novice and intermediate players are the target of this book, up to 1.700 Elo rating.


  To help the learning process, sometime, before a page break, you'll be asked how you would move. You'll find a lot of tactics, which will help develop the way to identify them when to your disadvantage, and to create them to your advantage.


  Enjoy the reading, and play well.

  This English edition of Blackburne Shilling, translation of the Italian original edition, was specifically prepared in 2012 for a monochromatic eReader.

  Takes care of limitations due to a 6" display size, to its monochromaticity (therefore red and green arrows are seen as shades of gray), to the text that flows in many lines due to the font dimensions, to the fact that tables are not supported, to the difficulty of going back and forth, etc., nothing new, but leading to compromise to make this work useful, and not to be discarded after a quick reading. It will be however better appreciated on a kindle Fire.


  As a rule, comments are placed after the diagram they refer to.


  Should you read this book on a color display, as in case of a PC, you will also see cats playing Chess, to ease your mind.

  For a better reading experience, I suggest Portrait position, and a medium font.

  Some diagrams have a smaller size to allow room for two on the same page.

  To skip through book sections, you can use the left and right position of the 5-way button of your Kindle. On Kindles with a touch screen, swiping a finger across the screen produces the same effect.


  A as back button is still not provided on the reader, at the end of most chapters you will find the Back link to go back easily to the initial Table of Contents.


  We reached the maximum file size, according to the rules, allowed to keep price low. For one buck you get 3 Mbytes max; therefore no more space is available in this book for additional diagrams or games. Nor to increase their size. No way out.

  New material is therefore being added on a site of mine, not only for this trap, but for about 30 different patterns also, and some link will be here provided to see games.

  All is completely FREE for you to see, 3 to 4 games per pattern, which I hope you'll enjoy.

  The appearance is very simple and neat, and the diagrams start at the appropriate move.

  This was a preferred choice, instead of uploading on famous sites as others do, as the vision is not guaranteed as their site may be down. Yes, it happened while preparing these notes.

  Pgn viewer is pgn4web, like the majority of above sites: best seen if your browser fully supports java, like most of modern browsers.

  As this feature is appreciated, I will insert additional relevant games, mainly from students, when they become available.


  Some word of notice:

  If you came here, you probably have already read my other Chess books, Chess patterns among them, being so familiar with my basic English, which with the help of many diagrams should be capable to explain these concepts.

  This translation by me is again based on an ebook written in Italian, not still controlled for proper language.

  I apologize for the grammatical errors: you can get a refund if not satisfied, the refund rate stands at a bare 1% now.


  To help, notation is algebraic with the following figurines, one of the few ebooks with this feature! [image: R][image: D][image: T][image: A] [image: C].

  And there's plenty of diagrams to take care of low visualization capability.


  A last notice: the content of this ebook was prepared specifically for Black, therefore, contrary to all existing chess books, the diagrams are shown as seen from the black side! so easier to understand and remember.
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Opening

  Opening develops in three moves, and can be considered an independent opening: it begins as an Italian game (C50), and might lead to the Fried Liver or to other variants.



  1. e4 e5 2.[image: ]f3 [image: ]c6 3. [image: ]c4 [image: ]d4!?


  Black move [image: ]d4 is weak, leaving unprotected pawn e5, the bait.


  You could play this opening against:

  

  - players of your level: if the bait is not swallowed, you will play a slightly weaker game, with no material disadvantage, as with any opening which you do not know.

  - against much stronger players. You would lose anyway against them, here at least you have a chance.

  

  My personal experience, proven: I classified as 3N (the lower level in Italian federation, but a success anyway) due to three games played this way in the tournament. And in three friendly games with CM, two ended in 7 moves, and in the third I won a piece.


  How can this happen? the aim of the winning black sequence is the capture of pawn e5 with the Queen, difficult to see so in advance. Besides, the stronger player will under-evaluate you, and will not do long analysis at the fourth move!


  A last suggestion, even if you should usually play the board and not the player; anyway wait for a couple of minutes before making your third move.


  This opening it's also called "Oh my God opening" by the exclamation of Black after the move, but that's considered an unfair trick!

  A really strong player (not so many), does not swallow the bait and does not capture e5, but simply develops, the three best moves will be shown later. His reasoning is that your move is weak, or by mistake, and he judges he will win anyway, or willingly, and suspecting a trap, he does not see any reason to fall in the trap and lose time in finding out what this is about.


  The majority of players (nearly all) captures the pawn, even if Fritz rank of this move is the 17nth.


  I try often to test a player, stating that this is a trap, and I ask players of all levels what the next black move could be: the answers are random, trying everything, not one gives the right (and only) answer. What would you move as black?

  When you move, I suggest you wait for a couple of minutes, not to show you know what you are doing. The result is a double attack, to the Knight in e5 and to the pawn in g2. The final aim of this move can hardly be detected, but the risk is high.

  Many different replies are possible, resulting in losing one piece or even checkmate, should White not repent. The possible replies will be shown in order of danger and frequency.

  White, not thinking correctly makes his second mistake.


  White thinks he has an advantage: he's one pawn ahead, he is threatening f7 with Knight or Bishop, and if his opponent has a lower rating, he under-evaluates him, as he has already lost one pawn at the third move, and a second shortly.

  With a little reasoning, he would notice the dangers of the position, and would accept to lose one piece (with any move different from the following), but to lose a piece so soon, grieves.


  The reasoning here is, a capture one more pawn, attack both Queen and Rook, and at the the end my advantage will be two pawns and the quality.

  Slightly worst, similar to the Bird variant of the Ruy Lopez, a delicate continuation. According to the Manual for Instructors published by FSI (Italian Chess Federation), page 129, the trap is not to be tried, as, if White answers correctly (this move), Black ends in an inferior position.


  They say that this trap requires at least two errors, and that to hope in blunders or incapacity of the opponent, in the long run it does not pay.


  They are right (to train young people), nothing to say, IF the opponent makes the right reply, where the game is delicate but not lost. Practically this seldom happens, more often the opponent, greedy, snatches the pawn, and falls in the trap.


  
The masters refutation
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  You wonder how a Master wins with White, notwithstanding the capture of the bait? Standard procedure in 2010 Database: Capture f7 pawn with Bishop, Castle, capture g8 Knight, pawn storm to push back black pieces, conquer space and initiative. The above diagram shows position after 9nth move .

  I found only three similar games by very strong players, my guess is they studied this variant, which is the confutation of the Blackburne Shilling: if not, it's anyway the strongest variant.

  This is therefore the strategy for White fell in the trap (maybe voluntarily), but the continuation depends on the ability of the players.

  According to Weinstein (see Bibliography) page 64, " The blunder is not obligatory, but the position after White's ninth move is definitely better for him. Indeed, if the Queen remains in the centre, in other words f6 or d6, then the pawns will attack her. Sooner or later th Knight will be lost. If she goes to the wing, then the King will feel lonely."

Conclusion


  You have seen many fine tactics, which follow the capture of e5 by White. But, not considering the errors which follow, frequent, if White repents and simply loses one piece and reaches a delicate position evaluated between -2 and -3 by Fritz, Black is not so sure to win, as his structure is not so safe, and he has to play well the rest of the game. The initial adrenaline is however assured.


  I would name this opening "Weinstein opening", as he is the only one that dedicated some page. It has a bad reputation as:

  - it's a pure trap, already at the third move, so it's considered educationally harmful

  - it does not follow the guidelines, requiring not to move a piece twice, before moving once all the others

  - there's a confutation (see "The masters"), even if it takes a Master to properly confute


  Should you have these scruples, I suggest you add in your repertoire the Bird variant to the Ruy Lopez, no more C50 but C61:

  You are attacking the Bishop, and at this point White must make a choice. And you should study well the variant, as normally White captures [image: ]xd4. However it is possible, and there are many games in 2010 Database, that White plays 4. [image: ]c4, taking back the Bishop transposing from a Ruy Lopes to an Italian Game, attacking later the weak f7, defended only by the King.


  Here we are again in the initial position (see Opening) of this monograph, but with Black to move: who now must chose, or to go on with the Bird, or, if convinced of the good prospects to win, leave the bait, with a move that does not protect it, and does not prevents the Queen to go to g5. Therefore not d6 and not Nf6, and not b5 to attack the Bishop. A waiting move, typical of many traps.

  With the above sequence, not many fall in the trap, it must be psychological, who starts with a Ruy Lopez does not think to attack f7. In 2010 Database I found only 2 games that went on with the trap , 4. [image: ]c4 [image: ]b5 5. [image: ]xe5 [image: ]g5, one won by Black with the classical Blackburne Shilling, (Ballve Monte - Sansaloni, 2003,0-1), the other won by White, with the Masters refutation (Spiel - Nentwig, 2008, 1-0). Give a try.

Suggested readings


  Historical news


  The name of this trap is associated to Joseph Henry Blackburne (1841-1924), surname Black Death, who according to the legend earned his life by playing a shilling a game (an old English coin), at least 100 thousands players. Remember when in New York thirty years ago the bet was one dollar a game.

  Actually, there's no record of his games with this opening.

  Nor it's mentioned in the 7 games he played against Steinitz (as the latter did publish), where the bet was 60 Pounds, an enormous sum of money at that time: Steinitz, Wilhelm - Chess Match between Steinitz & Blackburne 1876.


  The records show the first appearance of the name Blackburne Shilling Gambit in the second edition of The Oxford Companion to Chess by Hooper and Whyld, 1992, page 43.


  First game with a smothered mate in 7 moves is Muhlock-Kostic, Cologna, 1912 (followed by Jordan-Banks, USA 1917). Therefore is also known as Kostic Gambit. Before that, Dunlop - Hicks, Timaru 1911. It's told that the same moves are shown by Steinitz in Modern Chess Instructor, page 63, but I did not find 3. ... Kt-Q5 (old descriptive notation).


  Bibliography


  Documentation about this trap is really scarce, examined by Vainstein only. In the few notes you may find elsewhere, it's disdained as a weak move by Black, who hopes an error by White.

  Actually it's a successful hope, as almost everybody falls in the trap. Enjoy it.

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Definitions


  Opposition Has the opposition the King who is not to move, separated one square from the opponent King (near opposition). May be horizontal, vertical, or diagonal. Distant opposition if the Kings are separated by an odd number of squares (3 or 5 or 7).

  Taking the opposition, means to occupy a square which is distant an odd number of squares from opponent King, who has to move, putting him in zugzwang.

  Opposition is rectangular, when the Kings are placed at two corners of a rectangle, where all the four corners have the same color.


  Pattern A strong player sees a position divided in many parts, "chunks", composed by a set of configurations of pieces and tactical and strategic elements, and recovers from memory an appropriate procedure. This set is called "pattern". A GM of medium high force knows some tens of thousands. A CM some hundreds.

  To obtain this knowledge, time, method and application are needed.

  This booklet presents about 50 elementary positions, which are necessary to know, I repeat, by heart without reasoning.


  Rook pawn A pawn is referred to by the file on which he stands: a Rook pawn is on the a- or h- file.


  Stalemate A draw position, where a player has no legal move, but his King is not in check.


  Tempo is the gain of one move by a player, usually attacking an opponent piece, causing his retreat. The fist player is to move again, gaining therefore one move with regard to the original position.


  Trébuchet Mutual zugzwang, who is to move, loses.


  Zeitnot Time trouble, a short time available to move.


  Zugzwang German word (literally "obligation to move"), applies where who is to move gets a worse result than if the move was his opponent's.

  An important feature of endgames. In his book " Common Sense in Chess ", Lasker describes the three elements characterizing an endgame: offensive power of King, passed pawn, and zugzwang.
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  Conclusion


  This book ...


  is based on personal experience, and on the scarce material available on this subject: but even if you have learned all the variants, a win is not assured, till you will have assimilated the concepts and not only the specific positions.


  It's part of a series of short monographs, by me and by other Instructors of Scacchistica Milanese, an Italian Chess Club, who present rarely treated matters, that we think useful to the novice and club player, and essential to a good preparation.

  What happens if White plays 3. Bb5, a classic opening, you are trying to avoid, as you have no time to study all the variants?


  You might be tempted to play 3. ... Nd4, hoping to meet the trap.

  No way, by exploring the database, you will find out that most of the time the Knight will be captured, sometime the Bishop will move to a4, and rarely to b4. In these few cases, still hoping for the trap, you will make a waiting move like b6, to discover that immediately the Knight will be captured. Once in a million times the e5-pawn will be taken, a very negligible percentage


  Therefore by playing Nd4 you are willing to enter the Bird's defense.


  No diagram will be given, as I suggest to avoid it, the reason being your chances to survive are nil, better resign immediately and be prepared for the next game:

  Now, you are thinking, instead of trying the classical variants where you likely will be beaten, why not try this rare variant nobody knows? Even Anand playing White was beaten by a Bird's defense.


  In this case, the wise thing to do is to study. Below some references:

  Quoting: This move was introduced by a known English player of XIX century H. Bird. Black avoids the usual elaborated systems and chooses an original strategic way. After 4.Nxd4 exd4 the black d4-pawn's positions has its own benefits, for it restricts White's possibilities of development, as well as drawbacks - it demands protection. If the white bishop retreats, then Black exchanges the knights simplifying play. The Bird defense is comparatively less explored despite its reputable age of 100 years. It gives rise to a substantial struggle with somewhat better chances for White. White's chief method of obtaining an opening advantage presumes not in winning the d4-pawn but instead trying to exploit its weakness. White obtains superiority in the center, as well as the better development.

  But you like gambling and emotions, and like to leave baits to be taken, therefore you enter first the Berlin Variant, by 3. ... Nf6 attacking e4. IF White answers 4. d3 (one of three usual choices) opening the e1-a5 diagonal, you are ready for the fun.


  4. ... Nd7 leaves e5 hanging, will that be taken?

  "Horowitz and Reinfeld wrote in 1954 that this time-wasting retreat of the Knight to an inferior square blocks the development of the King Bishop ... . Yet it is a matter of record that this pitfall had a vogue for many years."


  But supposing White did not read Horowitz and Reinfeld:

  5. Nxe5? c6 {Mortimer Trap . Attacking the white Bishop and threatening 6...Qa5+. If the Bishop moves (6.Ba4 or 6.Bc4), Black wins a piece with 6...Qa5+, forking the white King and Knight.} 6. Nc4 {! counter trap, threatening a smothered mate with 7. Cd6+ # if cxb5 , and covering a5 and thus preventing 6...Qa5+} d6! 7. Ba4 b5 Black forks the white Bishop and Knight, winning a piece for two pawns
