      In storybook terms, Ali is the innocent snow princess and Kat is the seductive evil queen.


      There’d been no one prettier than my Kat. Or smarter. Or wittier. Or more adorable. And if I continue along this path, I’m going to tear the building apart brick by brick.

      I get a friendly pat on my shoulder before she ambles away.

      “It’s a miracle to watch,” Cole says.


      All slayers produce spiritual fire—inner light—the only weapon truly capable of killing zombies. But after the leader of Anima experimented on Ali, shooting her full of untested drugs, she developed the ability to save Zs, too. An ability she then shared with other slayers by using her fire on them.


      Multiple times she’s offered to share it with me, too, but I’ve always turned her down. I’m not interested in saving my enemy. Zombies bit Kat, which means I would have lost her to toxin even if I hadn’t lost her to a bomb and a hail of bullets. But the thing that really kills me?       Excitement dwindling, Ali traces her finger over the rim of her glass. “Supplies are limited, so we more often than not have to let the creatures bite us. The more bites we receive, the longer we take to recover.”


      “Makes sense. The more bites, the more toxin your spirit has to cleanse.”


      “More coffee?” the waitress asks.


      Ali and Reeve jolt at the sound of her voice. I just nod. My guard has remained on high since I walked through the diner doors. I’ve known the waitress’s location every second. The girls, both new to this life, are still learning.


      As the coffee is poured, the waitress says, “Your order’s up, gang. I’ll bring it over.” She walks away without giving us a“you are so weird”look. We’re kids (technically) and we’ve discovered everyone assumes we’re talking about video games.


      “We need to come up with a new way to help Zs and ourselves,” Bronx says. “After a battle, I’m drained for a week.”

      They are always starved for what they’ve lost, for the most precious thing on this earth. Life.


      I’ve been listening to police scanners, sneaking into hospitals to examine death records and patrolling cemeteries for people who have died of Antiputrefactive Syndrome. The past few days, there have been six, and all six will result in brand-spanking-new zombies.


      AS is what doctors call death by zombie bite. Not that anyone in the medical field actually knows an injection of straight-up evil is the reason portions of a victim’s skin turn black and ooze pus as their organs rot...until an excruciating death finally ends the torment. Well, until the real torture begins. Eternity as one of the undead.


      No one would believe me if I explained the truth. Hell, I might even end up in a padded room, medicated to the max. It’s happened to a couple of my friends.


      Former friends.


      Anyway.


      Fingers crossed I get to kill all six zombies tonight.


      Killing is my business, and like anyone else, I’m happiest when business is good.


      And I need a little good in life. I’m the most hated slayer in the state. With excellent reason. But even though my friends hate me, I haven’t stopped loving them, which is why I’m here. The more Zs I kill, the less they have to fight. I want to make their lives better, easier—to make River’s life easier.


      For years, my brother protected me and my—


      Can’t go there right now. Depression will set in, andI’ll want zombies to feed on me.


      So. Rephrase. For years, my brother protected me from our abusive father, hiding me even though he would be punished for it, forced to take my beating as well as his own. I owe him. More than that, I adore him. There’s nothing I won’t do for him.


      Steal, kill and destroy? Check, check and mate.


      “Come on, come on, meat bags,” I mutter. “Consider this your official invitation to my boot party.” For my own entertainment and okay, okay, to let off a little steam, I plan to kick the rot right out of their brains.


      I have everything I need. Earlier I pushed my spirit out of my body, leaving the latter perched at the edge of Shady Elms cemetery, concealed by thick foliage, waning moonlight and eerie shadows. (What the body wears the spirit wears, which means I’m still armed for war.)


      I have to be careful, though; I can’t allow even the smallest scratch. Any injury a spirit sustains manifests on the body, the two connected through invisible tethers no matter the distance between them. That’s usually not a big deal, but I’m on my own and I’ll have to patch myself up. Basically, I’m the world’s worst patient.


      Around me, locusts buzz and crickets sing, but the insects aren’t my only companions. A few headstones away, a group of underage kids are drinking beer and playing truth or dare. Definitely in the wrong place. Could be the wrong time. Zombies prefer to chow on slayers—we’re their catnip, I guess—but any human will do.


      Play with fire, get burned. A truth as old as time.


      The little hairs on the back of my neck stand at full attention, and I go still. Sometimes my spirit senses something that hasn’t yet clicked in my mind.


      Zombies on the rise?


      I search, but find no sign there’s an undead nearby. Another civilian intruder? Again, there’s no sign. Not that it would matter. I can dance, sing and shout, but to civilians, I’m nothing more than a ghost.


      Another slayer, perhaps, come to help me?


      Yeah, in my dreams. As an exile of River’s crew, I’m as good as dead to all our kind. And I get it. I do. In my single-minded bid to save my brother, I made terrible life-and-death mistakes.


      Commit the crime, serve your time.


      My nails dig into the headstone beneath me, the entire thing doused with Blood Lines, the chemical needed to make the living world tangible to the spirit world. My brother keeps stashes of Blood Lines all over the state as a just-in-case. Used to be, I would have called him to ask for what I need, and he would have ensured I had more than enough. Now I have to raid his stashes.


      Part of me wants to curl up and sob for all I’ve lost. Friends, a home. Acceptance, safety and security. A family. The other part of me, the stronger part, tells me to suck it up and deal. What’s done is done.


      Besides, I have a purpose, and that’s more than most.


      Laughter erupts from the kids. I call them kids and yet they’re only a year or two younger than me. While they’ve probably spent the bulk of their lives having fun, I’ve spent the bulk of mine fighting to save the world. I’m nineteen, but my experiences have aged me.


      “You gonna back out now?” one of the boys asks the only dark-haired girl. “You chicken?”


      “I know what you’re doing, Mr. Manipulator,” she says with a smirk. “You can’t goad me into doing something I don’t want to do.”


      “Stop talking and show him your tits.” Another boy throws a handful of leaves at her. “A dare is a dare.”


      The others chortle.


      “Thankfully, I want to do it.” She stands in the middle of the group and, while Chicken Boy uses the flashlight app on his phone to illuminate her, she lifts her top to expose her boobs.


      The other boys high-five and whistle. The other girls catcall and fist-pump the sky.


      I want to shout, Stop living in the dark and open your eyes to the light. A whole other world exists around you.


      A shadow rises from the freshly packed grave site in front of me. I reach over my shoulders to palm the handles of my short swords, the kids forgotten. Metal slides against leather, whistling a beautiful tune, and I start drooling at the thought of a new kill.


      Pavlov nailed it.


      Another finger pokes through the dirt...soon an entire hand. There’s a dull gray tint to the skin, and my heart leaps with excitement.


      The creature sits up and shakes her head, clumps of dirt falling from her tangled salt-and-pepper hair. I smile with anticipation, until I note the open wounds on her forehead and cheeks, each revealing the rotted muscle and splintered bone underneath. First-time risers usually appear human, their only visual tells red eyes and graying skin. Why the change?


      She locks on me, her lips curling up, showcasing yellowed teeth and thick black saliva.


      Kill now, ask questions later.


      She swipes a hand at me and snaps her teeth.


      “Sorry, honey, but I’m not on the menu.” I leap off the tombstone and end up where I want to be—in the circle of her arms. Mindless with hunger, she latches on to my waist to yank me closer, but I’m already swinging my swords. The blades crisscross at her neck before I’m in any danger, and her head falls backward, black goo spraying from her severed artery.


      The civilians continue playing their silly game.


      Despite the decapitation, both the zombie head and body remain animated, arms clawing at me, teeth snapping at me. Time to finish her off for good. I’ve been fighting the undead for so long, summoning my fire—my dýnamis—is as easy as breathing. By the time I sheath one of my swords and flatten my hand over her chest, flames are crackling all the way to my wrist. One minute passes, two... Dýnamis sinks past her skin, into her veins, traveling through her entire body. Then, suddenly, she explodes, dark ash floating through the air.


      I move on to her head, making sure her teeth are firmly planted in the ground before I perform the same “fire up and wait” routine. When a second round of ash floats away on a cool spring breeze, I sheath my other sword and slap my hands together in a job well done.


      I have to walk through the circle of civilians to get to the next name on my list of AS victims. Each boy has paired off with a girl, the couples making out on top of blankets, uncaring about the potential audience. Longing mixes with envy, cutting at me. I haven’t had a “boyfriend” in forever. River is so protective—was so protective, I correct with a twist in my gut. Anyone interested in me quickly decided I wasn’t worth the hassle...but usually only after I’d given up the goods. At least, I like to tell myself River is the reason I’ve been rejected so many times, and not my mountain of personality flaws.


      Now River wouldn’t care if I decided to screw anything breathing. Or hey, anything not breathing.


      I never should have betrayed his trust in me, never should have tried to save his life by signing the death warrant of Ali Bell, the girlfriend of a rival crew’s leader. But trading one life for another had seemed acceptable at the time. If only that’s how things had gone down. Ali survived, but two innocents had not. Kat Parker and Dr. Richard Ankh. I’m not sure I’ll ever be able to forgive myself for the part I played in their deaths.


      Scratch that. I will never forgive myself.


      A grunt sounds at my left, and I whip around to discover two other zombies have risen. Two zombies not from graves/names on my list. Well, hell. As I once again unsheathe my short swords, my heart slamming against my ribs, I study my newest opponents. Two males. One is morbidly obese, while the other is short and squat. Both have a grayish tint, like the female, the same advanced stage of rot.


      They race toward me without stumbling, their bones not yet brittle enough to break.


      I dart to the right, their gazes alert enough to follow me. Good. I keep going, drawing the two farther away from the civilians...but I don’t realize until too late that there’s a small headstone in my path. I trip, land on my ass and lose my breath. I’m laid flat for only a second, maybe two, but it’s enough. The pair dive for me. I somersault backward, coming up with my swords extended, ripping through each creature’s torso. Multiple organs plop to the ground, but neither Z seems to notice or care that they’ve been disemboweled. They just keep advancing.


      I kick one in the groin, sending him stumbling to the side, at the same time removing the head of the other with a single swipe of my sword. The headless wonder, now behind me, manages to clench his fingers in my hair and yank me closer. Idiot! All he can do is paw at me. I elbow his chest and kick back. As he, too, stumbles to the side, I hack at his left arm, spin and hack at his right. Both limbs hit the ground with a thud.


      Pressure on my boot draws my gaze. The severed head is attempting to chew through my leather soles. I jerk my leg away and slam my sword into his ear canal, and if we were in an episode of The Walking Dead, my favorite show despite the inaccuracies, he would be dead. Again. But we aren’t, and he isn’t; he just keeps chomping at me. Now, at least, he’s trapped in place. He can do no real damage while I fight the other—


      A stone wall knocks me to the ground. The other zombie, back for more. I lose my grip on my swords, air exploding from my lungs and stars winking in front of my eyes. But I manage to hold him off, the heel of my palm planted firmly on his forehead. His legs move between mine, both of his hands wrapping around my neck, which he clearly hopes to use as a snack pack.


      If he were human, all I’d have to do is clasp my hands together at my midsection and shoot them up, between his arms, at the same time placing my feet behind his ankles and applying enough pressure to spread his legs. He would struggle for purchase and lose his grip on me. I would then place one of my hands behind his head and smash the other underneath his chin to close his mouth, pushing with one and pulling with the other to create a counterforce, turning his body and allowing me to roll on top of him. I would balance my weight on one knee, slam the heel of a hand into his nose, breaking the cartilage and, while he writhed in pain, I would stand and stomp on his stupid face. Game over. But he isn’t human, so I can do none of those things; his teeth would be too close to my vulnerable skin, and he would feel no pain.


      All I can do is wiggle my free hand between our bodies. There’s a dagger sheathed at my waist...there! Once the weapon is free, I wrench it up and jab it into his neck, again and again. Black goo sprays my flesh, burning me, blistering. Steam curls through the air. When his spine is the only thing holding his head in place, I drop the blade and rearrange my hands, placing one behind his head while smashing the other under his chin, careful to avoid his teeth—looks like I can use one of my moves, after all. With a push and a pull, the counterforce snaps his stupid head from his stupid body.


      Panting, I toss the brand-new boxing bag several yards away and fight my way from beneath his heavy weight. Dizziness sweeps over me, but this is not the time for a break. I summon dýnamis and place my palm over the zombie’s back. In my weakened state, my fire is not as potent and the zombie’s metamorphosis from rot to ash takes longer than usual, but it does happen.


      I push up onto shaky legs and stumble forward, relieved, searching for the head I threw. Gotta rinse and repeat. Only, I come face-to-face with more than a dozen pairs of red, glowing eyes—and every single set is locked on me.
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      Surprise surprise, I’m back at Hearts, looking for my next hit and run.


      Out of habit, I scan my surroundings. Four months ago, just days before Kat—


      Yeah. Anyway. A section of the club was destroyed by Anima. Their agents bombed a wall, swooped in and attacked. We fought back hard and dirty, but damage was done. Thankfully, it took us only a month to rebuild. Out with the old, in with the new. There are now black light halogens in the ceiling, making glow-in-the-dark paint come to life around the stage, where a live band plays. The walls are covered with murals of a magical woodland, a floating Cheshire cat with a toothy grin, and a rabbit with a pocket watch. Ali’s suggestion. A tribute to Kat as well as Ali’s younger sister, Emma.


      Once, Reeve’s dad owned the club. When he died, he left most of his possessions and wealth to his daughter—his only living relative—and a million dollars each to the rest of us. The club, though, he gave to Tyler Holland, Cole’s dad. I’m on the VIP list, even though I’m only eighteen years old. My ID says I’m twenty-four.


      My phone vibrates, and I check the screen to find a text from Cole.


      The club again? Really? Why don’t U be a good boy & use UR spank bank? Yeah. I went there. Stop screwing around & come home. UR real home.


      One of the employees must have called him. Friends who care are great—until they suck.


      There are other texts, too.


      Ali: Thought of a title 4 a zombie dating book. Ready... DYING TO MEET YOU. Thoughts???


      My boy Gavin, a slayer as irreverent as I used to be: I hear UR plowing UR way through brunettes. Dude! That’s my game. Play w/blondes—they R better 4 UR health. (meaning I will kill U if U don’t make the switch)


      Bronx: A new recruit just asked—what’s the #1 thing an average person does when fighting a zombie? I told him—taste delicious. He almost soiled his pants. U should be here.


      Ali again: Question. If the zombie apocalypse happens in Vegas, will it stay in Vegas???


      Ali yet again: If Chuck Norris gets bitten by a zombie, will he turn in2 a zombie—or will the zombie turns in2 Chuck Norris??


      There’s even a text from Derek, who moved to Oklahoma to train and lead another crew.


      Consider this an eternal invite 2 come C me. Miss U, man


      They want to help me because they love me. When will they accept it’s already too late? I’m far too damaged to be repaired.


      I ignore the texts and glance at the time. It’s a few minutes past midnight, and I’ve already had one shot of whiskey too many. If one is the new word for four. Whatever. I don’t want to be here anymore. I want to be in bed, pretending.


      Who’s the unlucky girl tonight? I spot a possibility on the dance floor. She’s twentysomething with long dark hair. Are her eyes green? Doesn’t matter, I suppose. When I close my eyes, they’ll be any color I want them to be.


      I finish off my newest shot and stand, already drowning in a tidal wave of guilt and shame. I shouldn’t be doing this. I’ll regret it tomorrow. But I’m in desperate need of blackout bliss, and this is the only way to get it.


      I move toward the random only to stop halfway, my heart shuddering inside my chest. I think I see... Kat? My Kat? Her gaze meets mine, and she offers me a tremulous smile. I know that smile. I know all her smiles. The good, the bad and the oh, so sad.


      I’m paralyzed as I drink in every detail. The sable shine of her hair. The beauty of her hazel eyes. The delicacy of her features. The wonder of her curves. The pale skin I’ve caressed and kissed so many times, the texture and heat are imprinted on my soul.


      It’s really her.


      I’m drunker than I realized and confusing a memory with reality, or maybe I’m straight-up hallucinating. I don’t care which. I’ll take her however I can get her. I’m across the room in seconds. Just before I reach her, she turns and glides away. I give chase. There’s no way I’ll allow her to escape me, whatever she is. I’ll die first.


      She pauses at the back exit and glances my way, even waves me over. I’ll go anywhere she leads, but—she’s gone a second later, vanished in a puff of light.


      In a panic, I shoulder my way outside. A cool night breeze greets me, tinged with unsavory odors: old food, urine and vomit. A streetlamp illuminates the alley, revealing a row of Dumpsters and a mouse scurrying between them. Bits of shredded paper float through the air like snow.


      Kat died soon after a snowstorm.


      Can’t lose her again. “Kat,” I shout, desperate now. A few feet away, a black bird takes flight. “Kat!”


      “Dude. I prefer your indoor voice. Let’s tone it down a notch—or twelve.”


      Her voice is soft and comes from directly behind me. I swing around, every muscle in my body knotting with anticipation...but there she is. The love of my life.


      Suddenly I feel as though an elephant is sitting on top of my chest. I’m struggling to breathe. I’m trembling. I want her to be real. I want her to tell me she faked her death, just to see how many people would show up at her funeral—I put the “fun” in funeral, Frosty. But she remains quiet, and I reach out.


      She’s stoic as she awaits contact. Then—


      My fingers ghost through the tendrils of her hair, and I unleash a stream of profanity.


      “Wow,” she says with a grin. “I’m not sure some of those things are anatomically possible.”


      Her burst of humor calms me.


      She’s wearing what she died in, a white shirt and a pair of my boxers, looking adorable and beautiful at once. She’s no longer littered with wounds caused by falling debris as the Ankhs’ house crumbled on top of her, or the gunshots she took to the chest; she’s injury-free and radiant with health.


      She’s everything my life has been missing.


      “You’re here,” I say, awed to the core. “You’re really here.”


      “Yep. But you, Frosty, are an idiot.”


      I smile. My first since her death. “Even your hallucination is mouthy. I like it.”


      “I’m not a hallucination, dummy. I’m a witness, and—get ready to be humbled by my greatness—I’ve come to help you.” She fist-pumps the sky. “Super Kat to the rescue!”


      Now I frown. My millionth since her death. I’ve never seen a witness, but Ali and Cole have, so I know it’s possible. But my Kat has been gone for four months, and she never would have stayed away from me so long if she could get to me. Not on purpose, at least. So...maybe she is a witness, but maybe she isn’t. Even my fractured mind would demand a logical explanation for the presence of a hallucination.


      I still don’t care. She’s here, she’s with me and that’s all that matters.


      “You want to help me,” I say, the words nothing but gravel. “You stay with me. Don’t leave my side.”


      “Tsk-tsk. Thinking only about yourself.” She walks around me, just as she used to do, pretending to be a predator who has selected the evening’s prey. An action she learned from me. “I know you’ve had trouble parting with me. Who wouldn’t? I’m amazing! But du-u-ude. I didn’t expect a total meltdown. You used to dine on prime filet and now you’re nomming on old cuts of mystery meat.”


      A very Kat way of mentioning my parade of girls. I bow my head, shamed by my behavior. A thousand apologies will not be enough. “I’m sorry, kitten. I’m so sorry. You were gone... I think I tried to punish us both. But I hate what I’ve—”


      She holds up her hand to silence me. “Enough. I don’t want to hear your excuses. You’re ruining your life, and that is not acceptable to me.”


      “Are you kidding? Ruining my life? Kitten, without you I have no life.” The words explode from me with more force than I intend. “I would rather cut off my left nut than yell at you. I’m sorry,” I repeat. “I shouldn’t have raised my voice.”


      “Well, you are not forgiven!” She anchors her hands on her hips. “Since I’ve been living up there—” she hikes her thumb toward the sky “—I’ve had the opportunity to watch you behind the scenes. And guess what? You’ve turned Beefcake TV into Bama’s Crappiest Videos. Starting today, you’re going out there and doing good deeds.”


      For her? Anything. “What do you consider a good deed?”


      “To begin, you’re going to help your friends by participating in the zombie-human war. And you’re going to do it with a smile!” She stomps her foot. “Do you hear me?”


      “Yes. Help friends. Fight. Smile. If I do these things, you’ll stay with me?”


      She closes her eyes for a moment, sighs. “And I told the council I had this in the bag. Bad Kat. Bad!”


      “Council?” If she’s a figment of my shattered imagination, shouldn’t I have some sort of control over her? Shouldn’t her logic match my own, considering it’s, well, mine? Clearly, I have no control over this girl, and I definitely have no idea what she’s talking about.


      It suddenly hits me with the force of a baseball bat. She is a witness, real though not corporeal, and she is here.


      Joy floods me. “Never mind.” I stalk forward.


      She backs into the brick wall. A wall I help douse in Blood Lines once every week, making it solid to spirits. That way, zombies can’t ghost inside the building.


      When she’s almost within reach, I push my spirit out of my body, an action that requires faith—the spiritual power source for all slayers, just like food is a power source for our outer shell—believing I can do it before I actually do it.


      Now, without my flesh to act as insulation, the air seems a thousand degrees colder. I endure because spirits can be touched only by other spirits, and I want to touch Kat with every fiber of my being. But the second I stretch out my arm, she jumps to the side to avoid contact.


      “Hold on there, grabby.” She gives a shake of her head, dark hair dancing over her shoulders. “I haven’t always followed the rules—or ever followed the rules—but all that’s behind me. You have no idea what I had to do to get here, or what will happen if I mess up, and there’s no time to explain. Not during this visit. Just know that one touch of your spirit to mine will ensure I’m never allowed back.”


      My fists clench and unclench as I return to my body. We can’t touch, fine. We won’t touch.


      However I can get her, I remind myself.


      Her expression gentles. “I’m your past, Frosty, and for now, I’m your present. But you need to come to grips with the fact that I will never be part of your future.”


      “You are my past, present and future, kitten.” I’ll never come to grips with anything else.


      “Frosty—”


      “Kat.” I flatten my hands at her temples. “Why am I just now seeing you? Why did you stay away so long?”


      Her gaze remains on me, but for several heartbeats of time, I’m certain she’s no longer seeing me. Her attention is far away, somewhere I’ve never been. Somewhere I can’t go. “Like I said, there’s no time to get into the nuts and bolts during this visit.”


      “But you will visit me again?”


      She gives a sharp incline of her head. “For the next few months, you’ll be the lucky recipient of one visit a day, every day.”


      That’s not good enough. “I won’t be satisfied until you’re surgically attached to my side.”


      She rolls her eyes. “This isn’t a negotiation, and you didn’t let me finish. I will visit you once every day...as long as you’ve done something productive for our cause.”


      I arch a brow. “You’re bribing me?”


      “Oh, good. You understand.” She beams at me, making my chest ache. “And no, tonight wasn’t a bonus. You still have to earn the privilege.”


      That’s my Kat, always determined to get her way. It’s one of the thousand things I love about her. She takes what she wants when she wants it, damn the consequences.


      I wish I could kiss her, but if touching her means losing her, I’ll keep my hands—and my mouth—to myself. “Get ready to see a whole lot more of me, kitten. I’ll do anything to spend time with you.”


      “Duh. I’m so cake I’m the cake.” Her image begins to fade, and I shake my head violently.


      “Kat!”


      “Listen, Frosty, I’m almost out of time and I haven’t told you what you need to do. It’s imperative—”


      “No. You stay with me. Do you hear me? We’re not done.”


      Her head whips to the side as if she hears a noise I do not, and her eyes widen. I follow the line of her gaze...and see a ghostly image of Ali’s younger sister, Emma, whose mouth is moving. Still I hear nothing.


      “Crappity crap crap. It’s worse than we thought,” Kat says as she faces me again. “She’s alone, and they’re surrounding her. She desperately needs your help, Frosty. You have to go to her.”


      “Who? Emma?”


      “No, just—”


      “Who?” I demand again.


      “It shouldn’t matter who she is,” Kat says, and she’s peering up at me with a wealth of concern and dread. “She’s a human being and she needs help, so strap on your big-girl panties, get to Shady Elms and freaking help her! It’s almost too late.” A moment later, Kat is gone.


      Cursing, I slam my fist into the wall. My knuckles scream in protest, but okay. All right. My girl is gone, but she won’t stay gone. Not this time. She’ll be back. I just have to help the mysterious “her.”


      Shady Elms is roughly ten minutes away. Five if I break speed records. I race to my truck, only to stop once I’m behind the wheel. I’ve been drinking. There’s no way in hell driving will end well. Fine. I arm up with the weapons stored in the vehicle and shed my body, leaving it in the driver’s seat.


      As I run at a speed no human can ever achieve, pedestrians amble along the sidewalk and unwittingly move into my path. I’m forced to plow through them or spin around them. I spin, otherwise my spirit would pass through their bodies and hit their spirits, and that wouldn’t do anyone any good. Dizziness plays chicken with my mind and nausea knocks on the door of my stomach, but I refuse to slow. The row of buildings eventually gives way to a long stretch of road, paved and smooth. I’m on constant alert for the telltale signs of the undead—grunts carried on the wind, the fetid stench of rot and the crimson glow of hunger in eyes that are windows to evil.


      When the edge of the cemetery comes into view, I veer off into a patch of trees. As I pass a towering oak, a chorus of grunts assaults my ears. Then a feminine shout of frustration sounds and I pick up the pace. I leap over tombstones and shoot around a mausoleum...until finally I spot the horde. At least twenty zombies have zeroed in on a single meal while countless others writhe on the ground, cut up like pieces of old lunch meat.


      The mysterious “her” is a slayer. Good. She can help me help her.


      I palm my semiautomatics and push through the masses, putting a bullet in every rotting brain that moves into my way. Not a fix-all, but at least the enemy will be slowed down, impact sending the bodies to the ground.


      As the creatures catch my scent, they face me. I whirl the guns in my hands to grip the barrels. With a press of my thumb against a hidden button, serrated axes pop out at the end of each handle. I start hacking, my arms remaining in a constant sate of motion. Rotting flesh tears and limbs detach.


      Because spirits are not bound to the same physical laws as bodies, I’m able to fight at a speed the hunger-fogged zombies cannot track. By the time a creature reaches for me, I’ve already removed its hand...followed by its head. As more and more walking corpses are cut into parts, a sea of goo and gore spreads over the ground. But at least a path opens up, granting me a good look at the slayer’s backside. She’s a blonde.


      She’s fluidly graceful, fighting with a ferocity and viciousness I admire, her short swords extensions of her arms as she slices and dices with perfect precision. Her body is lithe, displayed to perfection in pink camo, and I smile despite the situation. Kat might have worn something similar, had she been a slayer.


      For once, I can think about my girl without praying I die, too.


      The blonde takes down three Zs with a single swing but doesn’t see the last two getting to their feet...now sneaking up behind her. I whirl my guns and squeeze off two quick shots, the boom of gunfire echoing through the night, the creatures flying backward. I race forward, there when the two hit the ground, slamming my axes into their mouths to separate their jaws. They won’t be biting me or anyone else ever again.


      Panting, covered in sweat and goo, I turn toward the girl. Our gazes meet—and suddenly I’m struck dumb. She must be, too. Her mouth drops open.


      A shoulder-length cap of white-blond hair frames a face more delicate than a cameo, despite the silver hoops in her jet-black eyebrows. Her eyes are a dark golden brown, like honey, her bronzed skin tattooed heavily in black and white. She’s beautiful in a punk-rock Barbie kind of way. I’ve always thought so.


      When we lived in the same twenty-thousand-square-foot mansion for several months, we never had a conversation; I never had time for her, never paid her more than a passing, admiring glance, my sights always on Kat or a mission, very little else worthy of my time. But there’s no doubt I’m standing before Camilla Marks. Milla to her friends.


      I am not her friend.


      She is River’s sister, and she was once second-in-command to a group of slayers who haven’t always seen eye-to-eye with Cole and me. She’s the one who betrayed her own crew, and mine, destroying an entire security system so that Anima could get to Ali, all in the name of saving her brother— offering Ali’s life in exchange for River’s.


      She’s the bitch responsible for Kat’s death.


      I understand the need to protect your family, but I will never be okay with putting innocents at risk to do it. And okay, yeah, that’s a lie. I would have done anything, betrayed anyone, to save Kat. That doesn’t mean I’ll ever forgive this girl.


      There’s no way in hell Kat would have sent me to save Camilla Marks. My kitten must not have known who needed aid. She made a mistake. One I can rectify.


      “Thank you.” Camilla wipes at the sweat on her brow, and I notice the word Betrayal scripted in bold black letters across her wrist. “You saved my life.”


      “Keep your thanks. I don’t want it.” My tone is pure grit and menace. I’m close to snapping, and there’s no telling what I’ll do if that happens. I’ve never hated anyone more than I hate her—not even myself. “And why are you wearing pink camo? You’re not trying to hide in Candy Land.”


      She blinks at me, though she doesn’t appear surprised by my malevolence. “I guess you remember me.”


      “I’m fighting a killing rage right now, so, yeah, I remember.” I want to shout, You’re a traitor and the scum of the earth, but I know whatever is spoken in this spirit realm comes true in the natural realm, always and forever, as long as it’s believed when it’s said. I believe she’s a traitor and scum, but actually voicing the accusations will give power to them, perhaps making her evil side even stronger.


      Sometimes it’s best to keep an opinion to myself.


      She flinches but says, “I’m not taking back my thanks.”


      The metallic twang of copper coats my tongue, and I realize I’ve bitten it. I spit blood at her feet. “Have you spoken to a witness? Kat Parker? You remember Kat, don’t you? My Kat.” What I really want to know: did Camilla lie to her? Convince my girl to aid the enemy? “The innocent you helped murder in cold blood.”


      Another flinch before she lifts her chin. “Of course I remember her, but no, I haven’t spoken to her.”


      “You’re lying,” I snarl. She has to be lying.


      A zombie head rolls toward me, teeth snapping, and I punt the thing in the nose, sending it soaring like a soccer ball over a hill littered with tombstones. One point, Frosty.


      “I’m not.” Camilla shakes her head for emphasis and rubs at her wrist. The one with the tattoo. “Trust me, I’ve learned my lesson about betraying other slayers.”


      I don’t believe her, but I know I’m not doing this. I’m not having a conversation with her. I turn away and stride out of the cemetery, saying to the sky, “I’ve done my good deed for the day. I let Camilla Marks live. I expect to see you tomorrow, Kat. Or else.”
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      I’m not a crier. When you’ve watched multiple friends die in the most horrendous ways, your ability to hurt is often desensitized and your emotions numbed. And when you’ve had to stitch your own wounds and set your own broken bones, your threshold for pain skyrockets. But tonight, as I go through the sea of zombie parts, using dýnamis to ash the evil—light always chases darkness away—a single tear slicks down my cheek.


      That boy... Frosty. I remember every interaction I’ve ever had with him. How could I not? He’s one of the most beautiful males on the planet. He steps into a room and all eyes gravitate to him, mine included. Girls want to bang him, and boys want to be him.


      He’s deliciously tall with the muscle mass of a professional football player, and the bad-boy attitude to match—snarky, maddening, yet somehow charming. He’s strength personified and as lethal as the guns he carries.


      So many slayers climb into a boxing ring to learn new tricks or even to play with their friends. He climbs in, and it’s clear there’s only one thing on his mind: delivering pain.


      Why did he walk away from me, when he craves vengeance?


      The way he stood before me, proud and furious, covered in battle grime, his hair pale but several shades darker than mine, the strands plastered to his cheeks, his hands twitching as he considered reaching for his weapons...yeah, he wanted to take me down. His eyes, navy blue, piercing and ice-cold—the kind of eyes you’d see on a serial killer as he explains how he’s going to hack up your body and store the parts in his fridge—had stared at my heart, as if willing it to stop beating. And yet, I couldn’t help remembering other times, when he looked at his girlfriend, Kat, the ice melting, his irises burning hotter than flames.


      No one has ever looked at me that way. As if I’m worth something. Worth everything. As if I’m more precious than the sun, moon and stars. As if I’m a prize beyond value. I can’t imagine anyone doing so now. Or ever. Not after the things I’ve done.


      And that’s okay. I sowed death, and now I’m reaping a harvest of it.


      I glance at my newest tattoo. Betrayal. A permanent reminder of the worst thing I can do to my loved ones. The price is too high. I sigh and get back to work. By the time I finish ashing Z-parts, the civilians who never realized a war was raging around them are gone and I’m utterly exhausted.


      I trudge to my body and, with a single touch, join my spirit to my body. It’s as easy as slipping a hand into a glove. A few scratches are bleeding on my arms and there are bruises on my legs, but other than that I’m injury-free. All thanks to Frosty, who hates me with the passion of a thousand suns. Without him, I probably would have died tonight.


      Probably, ha! There’d been too many zombies to track on my own.


      I trudge forward, but stop just outside the cemetery. There are piles of ash all around me. Wonderful. Dead zombies. Except, I didn’t kill any undead in this location. So...someone else did it. Frosty, on his way out? Or maybe someone who’d come with him? I spin, but find no footprints other than my own. Not many slayers think to cover their spiritual tracks. Why bother?


      Whatever. I’m too tired to care. I need a shower and a few thousand hours of sleep.


      I’m staying at a run-down motel a few miles down the road. It’s all I can afford. When I was kicked out of the home I shared with River just outside of Birmingham, I had nothing but the clothes on my back, but I’d been socking wads of cash away for years. Just in case. A girl has to be prepared for anything. I have only fourteen hundred and thirty-seven dollars left, and I have to make it last. I can’t stay up all night fighting zombies if I’m grinding away at a nine-to-five.


      As I trudge up and down hills, sticking to main roads, the little hairs on the back of my neck rise again. I bend down as if I need to tie my shoe, and push my spirit out of my body to look at what’s happening behind me without an onlooker knowing. But there’s no sign of a tail. No moving shadows or snapping limbs. No click of a gun being cocked. No grunts or groans.


      Relieved, I return to my body and motor on. Finally I reach the motel. In the parking lot, there’s a guy leaning against a beat-up Nova, puffing on the end of a cancer stick. The night is nothing but a sheet of black, and there are no streetlamps nearby, so I can’t make out his features, but I can tell he’s roughly the same size as my brother.


      My heart skips a beat. “River?”


      “Excuse me?” A voice I don’t recognize.


      Disappointment is overwhelming. “Never mind.” I reach my door and check to make sure the clear tape I placed along the frame is still intact. A split means someone entered my room while I was gone, despite the Do Not Disturb sign on the knob.


      Years of being chased by Anima have made me paranoid.


      But the tape hasn’t been disturbed, and I’m able to enter without fear. After rigging my own special lock on the door, as well as placing bells over the top to wake me if someone manages to bypass my security measures, I shower off the gunk and sweat, clean the scratches on my arms with antiseptic and dress in a white T-shirt and a pair of shorts.


      The place doesn’t have a kitchenette or a microwave, so I slap peanut butter on two pieces of bread and call it good. Quick and easy with a decent amount of protein. Welcome to my breakfast, lunch and dinner. I think I’m single-handedly keeping Peter Pan in business.


      I’ve consumed half the sandwich by the time I make it to the bed and sit. My back and feet ache like freaking crazy.


      “For a villain, your evil lair sure does suck donkey balls.”


      The voice startles me. I’m on my feet in a blink, the precious sandwich on the floor and a 9 mm in my hand. I’ve stashed weapons all over the room to ensure one is near wherever I happen to be.


      A short brunette stands in front of the door. The closed door. Overhead, the bells are silent. I frown. I...know her. She’s the girlfriend. Frosty’s girlfriend, Kat Parker. But she’s...she’s dead. I secretly attended her funeral—glimpsed the body in the casket—and cursed myself for a past I will never be able to change.


      I shouldn’t be seeing her here and now.


      Is she my tail? The reason the hairs on my neck reacted? No, no, she couldn’t be. Otherwise I would’ve had a similar reaction before she spoke. And what the hell am I doing? I can’t afford to be lost in my head right now.


      “How are...what are...?” Wait. Earlier, Frosty mentioned Kat—a witness. I’ve heard of witnesses appearing to loved ones from both slayers I trust and people working for Anima, so I know spirits of the dead do come back to the land of the living to proclaim good news...or issue warnings.


      “I’m not a zombie, if that’s what you’re thinking. I’m a witness,” she confirms.


      “I know you’re not a zombie. If you were, I’d have already removed your head.”


      “Well, well. Someone thinks highly of her skill. Too bad for you, I’ll never again be an easy target.”


      “I never wanted to hurt you.” Keeping the gun trained on her, I close the distance. I reach for her with my free hand...and encounter only air. My eyes widen. She is what she says she is. I lower my arm, my heart thudding wildly in my chest. “You weren’t supposed to be harmed.”


      “And that makes everything you did okay? Intentions mean nothing. Actions are everything.”


      She isn’t wrong. “Are you here to punish me?”


      As a witness, does she know what happened behind the scenes? Why I did what I did?


      Does she care?

      I return the gun to the nightstand and sit on the edge of the bed. “Not to be rude, but why are you here?” If she wants a pound of flesh, I’ll give her a pound of flesh. Let’s just get it over with.


      “How adorable. You actually think you’re in charge of this conversation.” She motions to my arms with a tilt of her chin. “Question. Why are all your tattoos black and white?”


      Why not tell her? “River and I learned at a very young age that there’s right and there’s wrong, and there is nothing in between. The tattoos serve as a reminder.”


      “Black and white,” she says and taps her chin. “No fifty shades of gray.”


      I shake my head and realize I’ve just admitted there is no reason good enough to do what I did to her. Right: protecting the innocent. Wrong: putting them at risk. End of story. Shame floods me, sharpening already razorlike claws inside my chest.


      “I want you to keep that lesson in mind as I get down to the nitty-gritty.” She prances throughout the room, looking over my meager belongings with an air of distaste. “I know you fought alongside Frosty tonight.”


      “Yes.”


      “And he saved your life.”


      I sigh. “Yes.”


      “So in a way, you owe him yours. Right?”


      I don’t like where this is headed. “What is it you want from me? Spit it out.”


      The very picture of determination, she crosses her arms over her chest. “All right. You asked for it. My friend Ali—you know her, right? The girl you betrayed. Well, she had a vision, and her visions are never wrong.” Kat looks away for a moment, her shoulders hunching in. A telltale sign of guilt. I know it well.


      She has no reason to feel that way, but me? Yeah. Every reason. My shoulders sink in, too. “I’ve heard about the visions.” Anima also tasked me with finding out more about them, but in that regard, I’d had no luck. “Go on.”

      Kat’s eyes narrow on me, her hazel irises focusing with laser sharpness. “When did you become such a baby?”


      Ouch. “You’ll trust me not to betray him?”


      “Yes, but only because of the vision. Meanwhile, I’ll be watching you, and if I suspect you’re doing anything wrong, my next visit won’t be so pleasant.”


      I rub at my wrist. I didn’t lie to Frosty. I’ve learned my lesson and won’t betray him. More than that, Kat is right. I owe the boy my life. He saved me tonight. I’ll gladly stand guard over him.


      “I’ll take care of him as if he’s my brother.”


      This soothes her, but only slightly.


      “Do you know when he’s going to be attacked? Or where?” I grab a notebook and pen from the nightstand. “Any details you can give me about the vision will help.”


      Silence greets me.


      I glance up, but she’s already gone.


      Sighing, I fall back on the bed. The mattress creaks, blending with the rhythmic thump, thump, thump of my neighbor’s headboard. Frosty isn’t going to like having me as a shadow. He’s going to protest. Loudly. He’ll insult me, and it’ll hurt like crazy, and like Kat said, he might even try to kill me, but I’m tough and I’ll handle it.


      Who’s going to attack him? A female zombie? A former employee from Anima? A new employee from Anima?


      Strike those last two. One, agents are cowards. When Anima was in operation, they only approached Zs while wearing a specially designed hazmat suit, the outer layer of material made of something akin to zombie flesh, rendering the human underneath it invisible to the undead. Two, I haven’t been contacted by anyone associated with the company, not since Cole and Ali burned down their facilities and wiped Rebecca’s memories—a woman who would happily eat her own young if it meant surviving another day.


      That memory-wiping thing... It is reversible. But again, if Rebecca remembered her past, or the war, she would have contacted me. Would have threatened River again.


      What would I do then?


      The stupid tears return to my eyes, stinging, and I roll to my side. My current situation is the sum total of the decisions I made in the past, I know that, just like I know I have to live with the consequences every day for the rest of my life.


      This is no one’s fault by my own, and I won’t make the same mistakes. I won’t.


      And I’m not helpless. I can do everything in my power to create a better future. Starting now, with Frosty. I would forever hate anyone who hurt River, just as Frosty will forever hate the people who hurt Kat.


      I can’t ever make up such a loss to him, but I can damn sure try. And I will.
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      I blink open tired, gritty eyes as bright light streams through the crack in my bedroom curtains. My temples pound, a memory knocking on the door of my mind.


      I reach for Kat, intending to cuddle her close, but her side of the bed is cold.


      Makes sense. She’s dead.


      The thought hits me, a reminder of all I’ve lost, and agony nearly splits open my chest. But as bad as it is, it’s not as bad as usual. Another memory surfaces, and I grin. Yesterday, she came to visit me; she asked me to fight zombies for another slayer, not realizing she was sending me to Camilla Marks. She promised to visit me again.


      I jolt upright and scan my bedroom, hoping she’s already here. Beige walls. A small bed with blue sheets and brown covers, a large dresser, the drawers hanging open. My clean clothes are piled in one corner and my dirty clothes piled in another. I’ve been meaning to do laundry for, oh, about four months.


      There’s no sign of Kat.


      Still, I jump up and race into the bathroom, a small space with only a sink, toilet and shower stall. I brush my teeth and hair, but I don’t bother to change my clothes. I’m shirtless, but wearing a pair of running shorts. I’ve worn worse.


      “Kat,” I call, not even trying to hide the desperation in my tone. “Kat.”


      She appears in a blink, as if she’s been waiting for my summons, and my knees almost buckle. I step toward her out of habit, only to stop myself as yesterday’s warning plays through my mind. Touch her, lose her.


      No touching. Ever.


      “Congrats! Today’s your lucky day.” She’s dressed in the same T-shirt and boxers as before, but it doesn’t matter. She’s beautiful in a way no other girl can ever hope to be. “You call, I answer.”


      “I missed you,” I say.


      “You’d be crazy if you didn’t.”


      I try for a scolding expression but only manage to smile at her. “When you aren’t with me, where are you?” I want to know every detail about her new life.


      She points to the ceiling...and then she waves her arm and whips her body into the most hideous dance of all time.


      I laugh—really laugh—and say, “Stop. Before I have to bleach my eyes.”


      “Because your moves and grooves don’t compare to mine, and watching me only reminds you of your failure?”


      “Yeah, something like that.”


      Smiling, she wraps a lock of hair around her finger. “I had no idea how much pain my failing kidneys were causing until I was dead. Now I can walk and run and dance without a single twinge. It’s... Frosty, there are no words.”


      “Not even cake?”


      “Not even.”


      It’s clear she’s happy with her situation, and I love that she’s happy. I do. I crave her happiness above my own. But I also...don’t love it. She’s happy without me. I’m miserable without her.

      “Are you treated well up there?” I ask.


      “Dude! The best! You seriously have no idea.” She saunters to the bed, which is covered in Blood Lines, and plops onto the edge. As usual, she’s pure energy and excitement.       “Here’s an idea. They weren’t first-timers.”


      “But they rose from graves. Why would zombies return to their bodies, just to rise again?”


      “How would I know? I’m not a zombie.” But fine, whatever. “We’ll go to Shady Elms.” I grab my keys and head to my truck.


      The moon is full, the sky completely black. No clouds, no stars. Just a sense of gloom and doom.


      Nothing new.


      Wait. A rabbit cloud whisks overhead, and I stiffen. Rabbit clouds—Emma’s way of warning Ali. Zombies are stirring tonight.


      Adrenaline jacks me up. “There will be a battle tonight.” All I have to do is find the nest.


      “How do you know?”


      “I just do.”


      Camilla jumps into the passenger seat rather than the back bed and casts me a mutinous glare, daring me to comment. I don’t. What good will it do?


      We maintain terse silence the entire drive. I continually scan for any sign of zombies. Nothing...nothing...for a moment the scent of roses and pecans distracts me. A scent that clings to Camilla no matter where she is or what she’s doing.


      When we reach the cemetery, I park between two towering oaks, surprised to find Cole’s Jeep there. Camilla and I exit, and I use my phone to shine light inside the vehicle. Cole, Ali and Gavin are sitting inside, as still as death, their spirits obviously elsewhere.


      “Great,” Camilla says. “Now I have to fight the living and the undead.”


      I know the words aren’t a threat, but I react as if they are. “Go after my friends, and I’ll end you.”


      She sucks in a breath. “I’m not going to hurt them. I just—”


      “Save it. Don’t want to hear it.” I stalk forward, listening for an indication a battle is waging. Searching...searching...


      The sky is even more ominous out here, the sense of doom and gloom stronger.


      A twig snaps about ten yards away. I palm two .44’s just as Bronx steps from behind a statue of an angel, .44’s of his own extended. The second our identities click, we lower our weapons.


      “Frosty the Ice Man. You don’t call, you don’t write. You just show up to the battlefield unannounced.” His gaze flicks to Camilla and narrows. “At least you’ve spoken with Kat.”


      He knows what’s going on? “What are you doing here?”


      “Guarding the Jeep and the bodies inside it.” Bronx isn’t stupid. He knows I asked why he’s in the cemetery; he simply chose not to answer. “I’ll guard you and yours, if you want to join the others. But don’t be surprised if you have a few cuts and bruises when you return.”

      “A few.”

      “Walking through the graveyard, watching for other zombies. Ali and I had a vision and we think at least a dozen more will rise tonight.”


      “They shouldn’t. We obliterated a couple hordes just last night.”


      “If we’re lucky,” Camilla says, “we’ll get to obliterate another one.” She withdraws two daggers from the zips in her pants. “Why don’t I start with the one sneaking up on Cole?”
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      I reach the zombie, but he’s already writhing on the ground, restrained by an arrow in each hand. Realization dawns. Cole knew all along that the creature was rising, without ever turning around. He’d been stealthily aiming his bow as he spoke to us, and I’d had no idea. Ugh. These slayers are more dangerous than I ever realized.


      I crouch beside the zombie and summon my fire.


      “There’s no need for that,” Cole says.


      I ignore him, pressing my hand against the creature’s sunken torso. A minute passes, my light working through the rot. Frosty stomps to the other side, bends down and punches his blazing fist straight into the chest cavity. Ash rains a few seconds later, the scent of death suddenly replaced by burning flesh.


      I’m not sure which is worse.

      “You were taking too long,” he snaps.

      “Funny.”


      “I’m not joking.”


      Cole steps between us and shoves us apart. “Enough.”


      How did I not realize we’d gotten in each other’s face?


      “Zombies can be saved,” Cole says. “This one didn’t have to die.”


      Saved? Excuse me?


      Not just no, but hell, no.


      Frosty shrugs, his “I don’t care about anything” attitude firmly in place. “I’m sorry...that I’m not sorry. I didn’t want the bastard saved.”


      “I’m still your leader.” Cole is more intense than the night, like a predator about to pounce. “You’re subject to my rules.”


      Tension grows between them, so thick my swords couldn’t cut through it.


      “Cole!” Ali calls, her agitation echoing from the trees. “It’s happening...worse than we thought... So many. Too many!”


      In an instant, Cole is bounding forward. Frosty follows him, and I follow Frosty, determined to keep him in my sights at all times. He won’t die on my watch.


      We grind to a stop as we take in the scene now before us. Zombies, so many zombies, all hovering in the air above Ali. Beside her is a guy named Gavin, and Gavin’s girlfriend/nongirlfriend Jaclyn. Ali’s arms are extended and trembling, the motion of her fingers controlling the motion of the zombies.


      I’ve seen her do this a few times before, and it always amazes me.


      “I’m expending too much energy...out of serum,” Ali gasps out.


      “Drop them.” Cole moves beside her. “I’ll let them bite me.”


      Bite him? Uh, what the what now?


      “No.” Ali shakes her head. “Too many for that...we can’t—”


      “There’s only one way this plays out successfully.” Frosty’s tone is hard as steel. “For our entire group to walk out of this alive, some of the zombies have to die.”


      Tears well in Ali’s ice-blue eyes, making me think she actually cares about the creatures. And maybe she does. Her dad, adopted mom and grandfather died by zombie toxin. Good people dealt a crappy hand. Maybe she sees their final hours in these monsters. Maybe she sees who these monsters used to be—and who they could be again.

      “Do it.”


      The moment she drops her arms, the horde crashes into the ground. They don’t stay down for long, jumping to their feet to glom onto Cole, Gavin and Jaclyn, who have formed a shield around Ali.


      I’m stunned senseless as the trio just stands there,willingly allowing multiple creatures to use them as pot luck dinner. At least eight sets of yellowed teeth sink into Cole’s neck...shoulders...arms and legs. He’s going to be ripped apart.


      As commanded, Ali begins to work her way out of the fray, stumbling and crying—but she isn’t trying to avoid being bitten, either.


      I’ve seen enough, the urge to slay, to do what I was born to do, too strong to ignore. I launch forward. Or try to. Frosty grabs me by the waist to hold me in place.


      “Not yet.”


      “We have to help them.” Why can’t he see that? “Let me go or I’ll...I’ll...”


      My eyes widen as, one by one, zombies begin to vomit and fall away from slayers. The soft glow of our cars’ headlights are powered by a special battery and illuminate what happens next, allowing us to witness the tinge of gray leave their skin and the red fade from their eyes. When the transformation is complete, all hint of rot gone, actual human spirits float into the air like balloons, ascending higher and higher before vanishing in the darkness.


      I am baffled as the process repeats...and repeats. “How...” I begin. Only I don’t know what to ask. Slayers are actually saving zombies—Cole used the word literally—and they are doing so without becoming infected by the toxin or needing an antidote.


      Cole stretches his arms wider, offering both limbs as snack packs to the next line of hungry fiends clamoring forward.

      We make it in front of the slayers without a scratch, but I see zombies coming in hot from behind the group and keep going, meeting the newcomers head-on. I slash, elbow and kick, always ducking to avoid fingers snagging in my hair, hopping to the side to avoid being grabbed by the ankles.


      “Gavin,” Cole calls. “Car!”


      They’re leaving? Yeah, probably for the best. By now, they have to be as weak as newborns. I only fight harder. Retreat isn’t in my wheelhouse. A few minutes later, the sound of squealing tires registers, then high beams are shining up close and personal. Zombies stumble backward to avoid being burned by the light, and suddenly I’m without an opponent.

      A zombie steps into my path and I twist to the side, nailing him in the eye with a dagger as I whiz past him. Only then do I realize I’ve moved out of the light. My heartbeat picks up speed. Am I headed into a trap?


      At my right a shadow shifts, and I stop, turn. A sharp sting explodes in my neck...my arm...my neck again. Definitely a trap!


      A wave of dizziness nearly topples me as I pull three darts out of my skin. Well, well. Two of my theories are now vapor in the wind. The girl doesn’t work for my brother and she knows she’s a slayer. For her weapon to affect me, she had to shoot it from the spirit realm, where I’m currently located. That’s not something civilians can do, even by accident.


      The only other option that makes any sense is...Anima.


      “Camilla!” Frosty’s voice echoes through the night, anger causing the “a” to vibrate.


      The dizziness fades, and I breathe a sigh of relief as I stuff the darts in my pocket.


      I step toward the girl, who hasn’t moved from the trees. She steps backward, into a higher beam of light, and I see that she’s pretty, with wide frightened eyes and skin covered in freckles; one moment she’s standing in place, frozen in terror, the next she’s running away.


      I kick into gear, prepared to follow her again—


      “Camilla!”


      But I can’t leave Frosty behind. I just can’t. Cursing, I backtrack. He’s my first priority, not the girl.

      Jaclyn throws her arms into the air, clearly exasperated. “Don’t fight them, you told me yesterday. Fight them, you told me today. Why don’t you make up your stupid mind?”


      “Guys!” I shout. “There’s a girl out there. She tried to sedate me.” I show them the darts. “We need to find her, like, now.” Before it’s too late. Hell, it’s probably too late already.


      A twig snaps behind me, and my first thought is that she’s come back to finish what she started. I spin, a short sword palmed and raised. Not a girl, but a zombie on his hands and knees. He’s closer than I would have guessed, as if he just rose from the grave at my feet. He looks to be my age, maybe younger, a boy who never really had a chance to live.       Up goes Ali’s chin—a defensive action I know well. “I’m not the problem here. You were supposed to stay by Frosty’s side, not run off to—”


      “I told you. I saw someone. A girl. She watched the battle and bolted when I noticed her. I chased her. She shot me up with darts. We need to catch her and question her.”

      He speaks over me. “I don’t have to start anything. And we aren’t partners. You and I will never be partners.”


      A painful burn returns to my chest. “Look. I’m sorry for my actions in the past. I am. You’ll never know how sorry. I hate what I did, I hate the outcome, but I was backed into a corner. Anima would have killed River, and he’s my only family. I wish I could go back and protect Kat with my own life, but I can’t. All I can do is protect yours now. But if I’m going to do so, you’ve got to start trusting me. At least a little. You can start by talking to me as if I’m a real person with feelings.” Because I am.

      “You’re an ass,” I growl.


      “That’s not exactly an insult. A great ass is something everyone wants.”


      An alarm suddenly rings out, assaulting my ears. I cringe, everyone around me going still and quiet as they look around. The recruits begin to panic, spinning in circles. Trying to decide where to run?


      “I’m going after Nana and your dad,” Ali shouts to Cole.


      He nods, knowing what I know. Someone tried to open a door they shouldn’t. Everyone we trust already has access.


      He throws orders at the others. I can’t make out every word, but I get the gist. He wants some of us to escort the recruits to a safe room and the rest of us to search the house for an intruder.


      Gavin and Jaclyn start gathering the recruits, pushing them underneath the ring, where there is, apparently, a trapdoor leading to a secret room in the basement.


      My first thought is: get to Camilla. But as I step into the ring, I realize she’s no longer there. Scanning the room, I see her race through the open door in back. To search for the intruder?


      I take off after her, growing madder by the second. Waiting for backup can mean the difference between life and death.


      I lift a revolver from a table of weapons and burst into—a hallway. The lights are out, the windows covered. Darkness greets me, but I never slow my step.


      “Camilla,” I shout.


      “Cemetery girl...stop her...”


      I can barely make out the words.


      “Camilla,” I shout again, increasing my speed. I pass through another door and grind to a stop. Damn it. I’m in a large ballroom that has eight other doors.


      When I find her...


      There’s going to be trouble.
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      The girl who darted me at the cemetery is also a recruit. AKA the girl who went to the bathroom.


      When she returned to the gym, she hung back in the doorway. Just in case. Our gazes locked, and when I gasped, she knew I knew her identity. I would have recognized BG’s blue-black hair and freckled face anywhere.


      That’s when she pulled the alarm.


      I almost ran her to ground a few minutes ago, but Frosty’s first shout distracted me and she gave me the slip. And since she’s been living here as a recruit, she knows what I don’t—the layout of the house. Now all I can do is chase her shadow.

      Panic hits me, but it only makes my bleeding worse. Frosty could be... Fog drifts through my mind... Could be hurt...hurt, yes...oh! The pain. The burn. Hurt... I need to warn the others of the threat, but...but... And if I have any hope of survival, I need help, too. Help, yes... The fog is growing thicker by the second... Think, think...


      I need...Frosty.


      Yes! Frosty! He still hates me, but he wants me well so that Kat will continue to visit him. He’s the only person who won’t look at me and think “good riddance.”


      No, no, not true. Justin. He’ll help me.


      But I want Frosty.


      As my strength dwindles and the burn rages on, I pat the ground for my gun. As soon as my fingers curl around the handle, I aim the barrel away from my body and squeeze the trigger. Boom! I try to fire again, but the muscles in my hand go lax.


      A moment passes as I wait, an eternity.


      Darkness begins to descend. I fight to remain conscious. This isn’t the way it’s supposed to end for me. Right? If I’m dead, how will I save Frosty? What will happen to him?


      “Camilla!” Suddenly, frantic hands are pressing something, a cloth maybe, against my wound. “Who the hell did this to you?” He shouts for Cole... Bronx.


      Bathroom Girl, I try to tell him, but no real sound emerges. I wish I could open my eyes, but I don’t have the strength. Cemetery. Darts. Again, no words escape. Blood bubbles up my ravaged throat and gurgles from the corners of my mouth.


      Frosty curses with a violence that might have made me grin in any other situation. A moment later, the cloth is gone.


      “This is going to hurt,” he says. “I’m sorry.”


      Behind my eyelids, I can see a sudden blaze of light. Heat wafts across the air between us. He’s just summoned dýnamis?


      Oh, yes. He has—and now he’s pushing a part of his spirit inside my body, the way he does with zombies, letting the flames devour my heart. My lips part, a silent endless scream unleashed. My back arches, the fire blistering through me, charring everything. The pain...the pain...utterly unbearable, worse than anything I’ve ever endured. And I’ve had my throat slit! I’m melting. I have to be melting.

      “Good glory no, no, no,” Ali babbles. “This can’t be happening. She’s not supposed to die yet.”

      Doesn’t matter. What I considered unbearable a few seconds ago? I’m soon taught differently. The others push fiery hands into my spirit, and it’s too much. The darkness covers my mind and I know nothing else...until strong arms slide underneath my shoulders and knees, lifting me.


      The burn is gone, my body now boneless. I have no control as I float a thousand miles, the journey bumpy. I’m cradled against something hard and hot—Frosty’s chest. I can feel the swift drum of his heartbeat, smell the deliciousness of his scent... Wait. I can smell! I’m breathing.


      “This way.” A girl’s voice, familiar to me. Reeve, maybe. “Gently...yes, like that. Careful!”


      More jostling.


      “Milla? Milla!” River’s voice now. “Damn it! Let me have her!”


      The jostling stops, but the lack is jarring and my head wobbles, pulling at the skin on my throat. I whimper.


      “Get out of my way,” Frosty says.


      “Give her to me,” River demands. “Now.”


      “Get. Out. Of. My. Way.” Frosty at his meanest. Most people would crap their pants in fear right now, but my brother isn’t most people.


      “I like you, my friend, but I will kill you to get to my sister.”


      “You won’t live long enough to kill me,” Frosty says. “Move or die. I’m going to save her, and you’re in the way. Last chance.”


      The pain only increases as another warm gush of liquid trickles down my chest. I’m bleeding again, fog rolling back in, darkness on its heels, throwing me out of the present and into a hidden corner of my mind, where I’ve stored the worst of my childhood...


      “You think you see monsters, little girl? I’ll show you a monster.” Spittle sprays from Daddy’s mouth. He unbuckles his belt and slowly draws the leather from the loops. I know he’s taking his sweet time on purpose, giving panic time to settle deep inside me.


      When he finally takes his first swing, he ensures the buckle slams into my hip. Screaming, I scramble away from him, but he follows me and the blows just keep coming. Skin and muscles tear. Bones crack. As much as I hate this—fear this—I’d rather he hit me than Caroline. My twin. My love. My life. She’s weaker, and takes far longer to recover. Not just physically but mentally, too. I’m afraid her mind will one day break.


      Just as my father draws back to deliver another blow, the scene morphs, and I’m suddenly trapped in a closet so dark I can’t see my hand in front of my face. But it doesn’t matter; I have to stay still and quiet. River said so, right before he rigged the handle so no one could open it without a fight. Through the door I hear my father screaming at my brother, calling him terrible names, demanding to know where I am. Caro’s dead, and he wants me to take the blame. I’ll spend a little time in juvie, he said, but if he’s blamed, he’ll spend the rest of his life behind bars.


      I want him behind bars. He did it. He did it, he did it, he did it, and I hate him. I hate him so much I’m choking on it. And in that moment, I hate Momma, too. She left us to save herself, making everything worse for us.


      She’s as much a monster as Daddy.


      Without her, Caro and I were supposed to be the women of the house. We’re responsible for Daddy’s breakfast, lunch and dinner. But Caro is a terrible cook, so I’ve been preparing the meals on my own. Problem is, we stayed in the park longer than I intended, waiting for the creatures from my nightmares to appear. I want Caro to see them, just once, so she’ll know River and I aren’t crazy, so she’ll listen when we tell her to run and hide.


      River even asked around town and met another boy—Mace—who told him we don’t have to be afraid anymore, he can teach us how to fight.


      I want to fight. No more helplessness. No more fear.


      I just... I want to start this day over. I want to save Caro.


      A crash shakes the foundation beneath me. I hear a thud, a whimper. The closet door is wrenched open, hinges broken, wood shards raining all around me. Light floods inside and my eyes tear against the brightness. Suddenly my father is standing before me, his features twisted with dark rage. I cower back, trying to hide behind the winter coats, but he finds me...and he grins.


      “You can’t hide from me, little girl.”


      “I’m not gonna do it.” I crawl to the side. “I’m not gonna say I hurt Caro.”


      “You will.”


      I look away, not wanting to watch as he removes his belt. I see River lying on the floor. His eyes are closed, his lip split. There’s a lump on his jaw. He’s curled around Caro protectively, and he’s still, so still. Is he dead, too?


      Rage bubbles up inside me. Daddy killed my sister and maybe my brother. I hate him, I hate him, I hate him! Now, I’ll kill him.


      With a screech, I launch at him. I hit him with every bit of strength I possess, but it’s not enough. He laughs and swings his fist at me.


      The scene morphs, but this time, I’m not stuck in the past. The pain is gone. The fear is gone. I’m standing in an open field of light, surrounded by puffy white clouds. A sense of peace wraps around me, welcoming me. I breathe deeply, and oh, wow, the air is scented with spring rain and summer flowers, and it’s a heady combination.


      I’m... I frown. I’m connected to some sort of power grid, a million different thoughts seeming to stream through my mind at once. Thoughts I can’t fathom. There is no beginning and no end. There was, there is and there always will be. Light triumphs over dark. The battle is already won, and yet, the final battle hasn’t even been waged. Present is one with the future, and the past is wiped away. I have a purpose, a destiny, but I’ve allowed petty emotion to block my way.


      What is this place?


      Kat appears in front of me, and she’s shaking her head, adamant. She’s no longer wearing the shirt and shorts I’ve seen her in every time she’s visited Frosty. Now a long white robe drapes her short frame.


      “No,” she says, still shaking her head. “Your entrance is denied. It’s not yet your time.”

      These slayers...they really are good people. The best. I never should have betrayed them.


      A hot shower invigorates me, and by the time I step out to dry off, I feel human again. I dress in a T-shirt that reads Wanna Taste? and a pair of shorts with pockets deeper than the hemline.


      I exit the bathroom on a cloud of fragrant steam and find Ali and Kat perched on my gurney, a dark-haired little girl dressed in a pink tutu twirling in front of them.


      The ballerina stops when she notices me. “Hi.” She smiles. “I’m Emma.”


      “My little sister, in case you didn’t know,” Ali says. “She’s a witness, like Kat.”


      “Actually, I’m the best witness.” Emma performs a pirouette.


      “Sorry, Em, but I held a vote.” Kat stands and anchors her hands on her waist. “I won by a landslide. You need to accept it.”


      “We tied, Kitty. You voted for you, and I voted for me.”


      “Right, but as the adult, I had to break the tie. After a completely unbiased deliberation, I had to go with myself.”


      “Anyway,” Ali says with a fond smile. “We heard you stirring.” There’s more color in her cheeks today, but she’s still paler than usual. “You shouldn’t be up and about yet.”


      “You probably shouldn’t, either, considering you’ve been sick, and yet here you are.”


      She sighs. “Yeah, that’s what I thought you’d say. Here.” She holds out a cell phone. “Frosty wants you to have this.”


      I accept the device, my heart picking up speed. There’s a text from Frosty waiting for me.


      Stay in bed & see my smile. Get up & see my wrath.


      I smile. I just can’t help myself. My fingers fly over the tiny keyboard before my brain registers I’m messaging him back. Show me UR smile & I’ll show U mine. Show me UR wrath & I’ll break UR face.


      Send.


      His reply comes a few seconds later. Still hoping 2 knee my balls in2 my throat, I C ;)


      I snort. Not because of what he said, but because Frosty the Ice Man just winked at me via text.


      “What?” Ali asks, and I jerk guiltily.


      “Oh, uh, nothing. What were we discussing?”


      There’s a knowing tightness around Kat’s eyes, and I understand. I do. She might be pushing Frosty at other girls, random girls, but she’ll never push him at me.


      “You’ve healed even faster than abnormal,” she says.


      I’m about to reply to her when a vague recollection of standing in front of her flashes through my mind. I frown. “Did I go to heaven...and did you shove me out?”


      Emma jumps up and claps. “Sweet! You remember. Did you see me? Huh, huh? I was there. I got to watch.”


      “You were in the holding zone, and yes, I shoved.” Kat flips her dark hair over her shoulder. “You’re welcome.”


      “I liked it there,” I admit.


      “Too bad. It wasn’t your time.”


      Interesting. “Are you saying everyone has a fated time to die, and nothing and no one can change it?”


      “No way, no how. Free will...disease...mistakes...bad judgment and a thousand other things can kill a person long before their time. But I’d already petitioned the court for your life. And before you ask, time is different up there.”

      “One day can equal a thousand years,” Emma says, “and a thousand years can equal a day. Go ahead, try doing the math. I dare you.”


      A bazillion more questions fill my head.


      “Milla,” Ali says, “if you’re up for it, I’d like to teach you how to use and control whatever new abilities you’ve acquired.”


      There’s a vibration in my pocket, and I know Frosty just responded to my last text. I want to read the screen so badly I can taste it, but I don’t. Not here. Not now. Not until the urge to flirt with him has faded.


      “I’m on board. Thank you.”


      “Uh-oh.” Kat tilts her head, her hazel gaze far away. The same transformation overtakes Emma. “I’m sensing something not fun on the horizon. I’m gonna go check it out.”


      The two spirits are gone a second later.


      “Come on.” Ali waves me over and opens the door.


      I grab a blade from the nightstand before I trail after her. I’d rather go naked than go without a weapon. “I wonder what they sensed.”


      “Could be anything from one of us breaking a finger to all of us dying. We won’t know till we know, so until then, there’s no use fretting about it.”


      Bronx is waiting for us in the hall, and without a word, he tracks after us.


      “What’s with the shadow?” Is the threat level so high that Cole wants his Ali-gator guarded at all times?


      “Before Frosty left, he asked Bronx to look after you,” Ali says.


      Pleasure warms me—I’m not just a means to an end, I can’t be—only to dissipate. He’s a good guy, and I can’t read more into his actions. He hated that I got hurt on his watch, in a place he brought me, and he’s taking measures to ensure it doesn’t happen again. That’s it.


      I glance back at Bronx. “You’re dismissed, soldier.” I don’t want Frosty receiving a report of all the things I do wrong. “Your services are no longer needed.”


      He doesn’t glance at me, and he doesn’t reply.

      Ali laughs as she tugs me down the stairs. “When I first met Bronx, he didn’t speak to me for several months. This is his observe-and-learn stage. Just let him do his thing, and you’ll be better for it.” She stops in the gym reserved for recruits, the one with treadmills and stationary bikes. Right now, however, we’re the only people— Oops, spoke too soon.

      “Don’t worry,” he sneers, rubbing his cheek. “I’ll wait until you beg me for it. Again.”


      “You’ll be waiting forever.” Jaclyn storms out of the room.


      Gavin glares at Ali. “As usual, cupcake, your timing sucks.” He walks over and bumps fists with Bronx, who then takes a post against the wall, arms crossed over his chest. “You can make everything up to me by telling me you and princess are about to oil-wrestle.”


      “How about I tell you the truth instead? After Milla runs the treadmill for half an hour, you’re going to be our test dummy and she’s going to practice using her new abilities. Congrats!”


      “I’m not sure how we’re still friends.” He sets one of the treadmills to the highest incline. “But at least I’m your favorite.”


      “I don’t have a favorite man-friend.” Ali smiles sweetly at him. “I dislike you all equally. Now hush.”


      I snicker, liking this girl more every time she opens her mouth.


      Gavin focuses on me and arches a brow. “You got something to say to me, princess?”


      “Yeah. Why did I get the name princess? And do you realize you’re a douche-canoe?”


      He waves his arms in the air, as if he’s the last sane man in the universe. “What’s with the chicks in the place, man? They spit on my best moves.”


      “These are your best moves?” I climb onto the treadmill. “How sad for you.”


      His eyes twinkle merrily as he presses the on button. “I hope you enjoy this. I know I will.”


      The machine lifts to its highest incline, the belt at my feet churning faster and faster, until I’m sprinting. Soon sweat is beading over my entire body, my chest and thighs burning. But it’s a burn I welcome. I’m used to working out daily. Before saving zombies became a thing—a practice I’m not sure I’ll ever willingly support—an out-of-shape slayer was a dead slayer.


      “By the way. I’m making you run for a reason.” Ali moves beside the machine. “I want to exhaust you so that only the barest power remains active. That way, if any of your new abilities go haywire, you’ll cause less damage to yourself and others.”


      Makes sense. Normally I can run at this speed and this incline for an hour and still do a few victory laps around the room. Today, not so much. By the end of the half hour, I’m drenched in sweat and shaky, wheezing for breath.


      Ali throws me a jug of water. I reach, but I’m as slow as molasses now and it soars past me. Dang. I give chase and drain the contents, the cool liquid heaven to my abused body.


      “All right. Phase one complete. Time for phase two, where we kick things up a notch. Gavin, Milla, climb into the ring and stand there and there.” Ali points to two spots on the matt. “Gavin, you’re going to play the part of mindless zombie, so just act like yourself.” Looking at me, she says, “Milla, you’re playing the part of determined slayer. Run to him and light up.”


      Run? Moaning, I set the empty water jug on the bench next to the row of lockers. My legs scream in protest as I climb over the ropes to join Gavin inside.


      “Shouldn’t we take a cookie break first?”


      “What are you waiting for? An engraved invitation?” He waves his fingers at me. “Let’s do this.”


      “Stop using words. Mindless grunts only,” Ali calls.


      “Bra-a-a-ains,” he says in a singsong voice.


      “Better.” I jog toward him—it’s all my thousand-pound limbs can manage—and push my spirit out of my body at the halfway point. I summon dýnamis, something I’ve done a million times, even while exhausted, but nothing happens. Not even a flicker.


      He tsks. “If I was a zombie, you’d already be dinner.”


      I check my internal faith-o-meter. It’s full. I know I can do this. So...what’s the prob?


      “Come on. Do it again,” Ali commands.


      I turn my hands over in the light, part of me expecting to see the flames I don’t feel. If I can’t fire up, I can’t kill zombies. If I can’t kill zombies, I might as well curl up and die. It’s all I’m good at—all I’m good for.


      Okay, so maybe my faith-o-meter isn’t actually full. Fear is a drain and it can empty an ocean of faith in seconds.


      “Again,” Ali repeats.


      I’m fighting for breath as I backtrack. Calm. Steady. I can do this. I know I can do this.


      Again, Gavin waves his fingers. I jog toward him, every cell in my body willing dýnamis to come...but once again the flames fail to appear.


      “Again.”


      I remain in place. What’s wrong with me? Why is this happening? I’m the same girl I’ve always been. The only difference is the toxin now swimming through my—


      The toxin!


      “Tiffany!” A bomb of rage detonates inside me, just boom, and bolts of emotion explode out of me. I stumble back as if I’ve been pushed, heat consuming me in an instant.


      “Milla,” Gavin shouts. “Enough! You have to stop.”


      His voice sounds as if it’s being filtered through a long tunnel. I turn toward him, but he’s not standing where he was—because he’s not standing at all. He’s floating in the freaking air. I can’t make out his features; his image is too distorted through the flames. Red flames. Deep, angry red. The color of congealing blood. The color of my dreams.


      Only, this is real and I’m not dying.


      Am I? I’m weak, so weak, and only growing weaker.


      Crap! Crap, crap, crap. What did the journal passage say before? Two kinds of fire. One destroys, one purifies. Obviously, the red destroys. But what else, what else?


      Covered, covered, covered. Yes. Right. Darkness can only cover light. So, if red represents dark and white represents light, dýnamis might still be inside me, simply covered. If I can uncover it, I can stop this.


      My limbs shake as more and more energy seeps out of me. Just how am I supposed to uncover the white flames?


      Frantic, I try dismissing thánatos...it crackles, spreads and sings, soon blistering every inch of me.


      “Milla!” Ali’s voice is filtered through the same tunnel. And like Gavin, she’s floating several feet in the air. She’s curled into herself and clutching at her ears, as if she’s battling the worst kind of pain.


      I’m doing this? I’m hurting her? Hurting Gavin?


      Crap! There’s a third body in the air. I’m hurting Bronx, too?


      I have to stop, now, now, freaking now, but the more I fight the flames, willing them to go away, the hotter and higher they grow. What should I do? What the hell should I do? I stumble to my body to brush spirit against flesh. In an instant, the two halves of me are joined—but it only makes things worse. My body goes up in flames, too. My skin remains unharmed but my clothes burn to ash, leaving me bare-ass naked.


      The cell phone flops to the ground, the plastic already charred, the screen melted. I whimper. Now I’ll die without knowing what Frosty said in his message.


      And oh, wow, that’s my first thought? Really? I’m freaking naked! Hurting people.


      I’m so messed up. A menace of the highest order. “Help,” I shout. “Help!”


      Wait. What if other slayers come in here, and I hurt them, too?


      “No! Don’t help!”


      “What’s going on?” a new voice proclaims. Jaclyn maybe.


      “You have to leave,” I scream at her. “Please. I can’t control it.”


      Bees sting my neck. No, not bees. More darts? A cool rush of liquid spills through me, fatigue fast on its heels. My knees tremble and collapse, but even when I land, I don’t have the strength to remain upright, so I pitch forward.


      Three heavy thuds echo, followed by three grunts of pain.


      “How did she do that?” Gavin demands through panting breaths. “What did she do?”


      My eyelids weigh ten thousand pounds and I can’t open them.


      “I don’t know, I don’t know,” Ali says, sounding worried. “I lift zombies with my energy. No one has ever lifted slayers.”


      “I’ll get Cole,” Bronx says.


      “Gavin,” Jaclyn gasps. “You’re bleeding from your eyes, ears and nose!”


      “This is bad,” Ali says. “This is beyond bad.”


      I did hurt them. And I did it while I was exhausted. What would have happened if I’d been at full strength? Would they have ended up in bits and pieces? Would I have made them explode the way Ali has made zombies explode?


      I can’t stay here, I realize. I can’t stay with Frosty. He’ll be safer without me. They all will.
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      Something I learned last night: another name for stakeout is torture in a hot box.


      We don’t have Tiffany’s GPS coordinates, but we have her home address, so River and I parked our car down the street to watch the house...and watch and watch as nothing happened.


      Tiffany is still MIA. But the would-be murderer is only seventeen with a worried mother who’s placed missing-person posters throughout town. If the girl hasn’t left town—hell, even if she has—she’ll return sooner or later. Or, at the very least, call.


      One call. That’s all we need.


      River slams his fist into the steering wheel of the old beater that blends in well with the rusty death traps parked in front of the dilapidated houses along the pothole-infested street. Graffiti decorates many of the curbs, and most of the streetlamps have been busted.


      “The longer this girl makes me wait,” he says, “the worse it’s going to be for her.”


      I agree. “For someone who disowned his sister, you sure do seem upset that someone hurt her.”


      “Back to this?” He flicks me a narrowed glance. “I love her. I’ve never stopped loving her, never will.”


      “And yet you abandoned her.”


      “Did I?” His eyes narrow. “I’ve kept tabs on her this entire time. I’ve seen her trailing you. At first I thought the two of you were dating, but the way you treated her... I’ve wanted to kill you a thousand times over. So don’t try to tell me you give a shit about her.”


      “What I give or don’t give is my business. She’s under my protection.” I say the words, and I mean them. I’ll protect her with my life, if necessary. Because it’s the right thing to do.


      He turns in his seat to face me head-on. “Since when?”


      “Since Ali’s vision.”


      “A vision no one will talk about with any kind of detail. When is Milla supposed to save your miserable hide?”


      “Visions never come with a ‘save the date’ card.” I should know. Before Kat’s death, I’d begun having visions with Bronx. Visions of battles and blood and pain. After Kat’s death, I couldn’t stand the thought of seeing a future without her. Thankfully Ali and Cole had learned how to control their visions by that point; they taught me. Mind over matter. I haven’t had a vision since.


      River runs his tongue over his teeth. “My sister’s actions led to your girlfriend’s death. You’re not the kind of guy who forgives and forgets, even to save his own skin. You’re the type who will go down with a ship if it means you can hold your enemy’s head under water.”


      He’s right. “Milla isn’t my enemy. Not anymore.”


      “What is she then?”


      “A friend.” On a trial basis. At least, that’s what I told her. But I think we’re already past that. I trust her to have my back.


      “A friend. Please.” River grabs my collar and yanks me nose-to-nose with him. “She’s had a shit life, and the few times she’s lowered her guard and allowed someone in, they’ve cut and run. She doesn’t need you to make everything worse.”


      I wrap my fingers around his wrist and shove him back. “I won’t touch her. I don’t think of her that way.”


      That’s a lie. I know it the moment the words leave me. I’ve thought about her that way plenty of times.


      A growl rises from low in River’s chest. He knows it, too.


      “I won’t touch her,” I repeat. Trying for more than friendship...a romantic relationship, or even just sleeping together...no. Not gonna happen. No matter how many times I picture her naked.


      The briiing-briiing of a phone drifts through the speakers of one of the many devices River has stored in the car, a welcome distraction. The dude is no newbie to hunting humans and somehow hacked into the mother’s phone, allowing him to listen to every ingoing and outgoing call from a distance. This is the eighth call of the day, and I’m losing hope.


      “Hello,” the mother says.


      “Missing-person posters, Mom? Really?”


      “Tiffany?” A whimper of relief crackles over the line. “You’re alive!”


      River and I go still. Finally!


      He works his fingers over a small keyboard connected to the device.


      “Where are you?” the mother demands. “Where have you been?”


      “That doesn’t matter. All you need to know is that I’m fine, and you can call off the pigs.”


      “Must you be so disrespectful? And you’re fine? Really? You’re fine? That’s what you have to say to me, after all this time? Well, I’m sorry, but that’s just not good enough. I’ve been worried sick about you. My ulcer has flared up.”


      “Your ulcer always flares up. Don’t pretend you care about me,” Tiffany snaps. “You think I’m crazy. Well, guess what? I’m not. Zombies are real, and I’m not the only one who sees them.”


      The two argue about truth versus fantasy—mental instability—about Tiffany going to see her shrink, about the bag of money the mom found in the girl’s room, before the mother finally begs her to come home.


      “She’s not even trying to jack her signal,” River says. “I’ll have her location in three...two....bingo.” He tosses the little machine on the floor and starts the car. We’re flying down the road a few seconds later.


      “Where is she?” I ask.


      “A Taco Bell about five minutes away.”


      A public place. We’ll have to be careful. Nowadays everyone has a camera on their phone. If we’re filmed grabbing a teenage girl, we’ll be sent to prison on kidnapping charges.


      Or maybe not. There’s a detective who might step up and help us. She’s a civilian and she can’t see zombies, but when she investigated the deaths of six of my friends, including Kat, she had to accept the fact that there’s an unseen evil out there and slayers protect the rest of the world from it.


      Our tires squeal as River parks like a stunt man in an action movie, the car spinning into an open corner slot in front of Taco Bell. I’m racing inside the building before he’s even opened his door. I’ve seen Tiffany’s picture. Black hair, brown eyes. Freckles. I’ve read her stats. Five foot six. One hundred and sixteen pounds. I scan the faces before me. An older couple. A teenage girl—a blonde with too much makeup, zero freckles and a red, angry gash across her jawline. A group of construction workers.


      My gaze flips back to the blonde. I compare her face to the picture of Tiffany stored inside my mind. The two have the same bone structure.


      Makeup can hide freckles. Bleach can lighten hair.


      It’s her. Has to be.


      Rage takes a few swings at me. This girl callously and coldly sliced open Milla’s neck and left her to die.


      This girl will pay.


      Tiffany spots me and gasps. As she jumps to her feet, her chair skids behind her, its legs scraping over the tile like fingers over a chalkboard. The rest of the diners grimace and either glare or frown at her.


      If she was smart, she’d tell everyone the boyfriend who hurt her is back to finish the job. In seconds, she’d have a roomful of rescuers. And maybe that’s exactly what she plans as she opens her mouth. But a slight whistle of wind passes me, and she snaps her mouth closed. Her eyes go wide, and she pats at her neck.


      Satisfaction cools my rage. River just darted her the way she once darted Milla. Only he used a tranq.


      As her knees give out, he rushes over to catch her before she falls. He eases her into the booth and slides in to sit beside her. Her head rests against his shoulder as he casually eats the rest of her burrito.


      “I’m so happy to see you again, sugar.” He kisses her temple. “Hungry?” he asks me.


      Why not? I take a seat across from the pair and select an unwrapped taco. “You came prepared.”


      “Always do. Now we need to figure out how to get her to the car without looking like we’re planning a gang bang or date-rape.”


      “Please. That’ll be easy.” I finish the taco, drain what’s left of her soda. “Watch and learn.” I reach out and rip out a row of Tiffany’s stitches. Her wound opens, blood pouring down her chin. “She’s bleeding,” I announce. Too gleeful? I try for a more concerned tone. “We have to rush her to the emergency room, like, now.”


      I stand. River is fighting a grin as he follows suit and gathers Tiffany in his arms.


      “Poor girl,” someone says.


      “I hope she’s okay,” another whispers.


      River climbs in back of the car, keeping Tiffany in his arms. As I settle in the driver’s seat, he tosses me the keys.


      “Way to keep us under the radar,” he says.

      “Yeah, but what you did was pretty cold.”


      “You complaining?”


      “Hell, no. I’m impressed.”


      I snort.

Earlier, she told me she would break my face if I showed her my wrath and for some dumb reason, I thought it would be a good idea to tell her she needs my face intact more than I do, that she’s the lucky one who gets to stare at it.       His response arrives after the light turns green, so I have to wait until I hit the next red to read it. Yeah, I’m responsible like that.


      Room ready. But U should know—we had prob w/Milla. Get here ASAP.


      The light turns green. I don’t care. I type, What kind of prob?? Is she hurt?


      I press Send and stomp the pedal to the metal, breaking speed records.


      “Slow down,” River snaps. “We get pulled over, we’ll lose our prize. Not to mention the stint we’ll do behind bars.”


      “Something happened to Milla. A problem.”


      He sucks in a ragged breath. “Hell. Why are you driving like my grandmother? Go faster.”


      I take the next few corners so fast, I leave rubber and smoke in my wake. Eight minutes and thirty-three seconds later, we’re parked in front of the mansion and running inside. When we pass the door, I notice Gavin coming down the stairs.


      “Milla,” I say.


      “Back in her room. But I don’t recommend going inside.”


      River tosses Tiffany at him. “Do me a solid. Tie her down and lock her up. Put a guard at her door.”


      Gavin doesn’t catch her, but then, he doesn’t really try. “Oops.” He picks her up none too gently. “Consider her restrained,” he says, relish in his tone.

      River knocks on the door. “Let me in.”


      “No. Stay out. Stay the hell out. Don’t you dare come into this room. You do, and I will shove my dagger so far down your throat you’ll be shitting metal for days.”


      Creative.


      He hesitates and I push him out of the way. “I’m coming in, Milla. Just remember you’re supposed to save me, not kill me.”


      “No! Don’t you dare come in.” She’s even more frantic now. “Stay out, Frosty. I mean it. Stay away from me.”


      I pick the lock and twist the dooknob.
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      I’m cramming my weapons into a black duffel bag when Frosty enters the room. “You’re brave, I’ll give you that much,” I snap. I don’t turn to look at him. The thought of harming him or my brother—or anyone!—scares the pee out of me. Staying in the mansion is no longer an option.


      “Well, you are a coward,” he says. “You had a bad experience with your new abilities—your first time, no less—and you’re throwing in the towel?”


      “Yes! You weren’t there. You didn’t see the damage I did to your friends.” Humiliating tears leak from my eyes.


      He’s in front of me a second later, cupping my face in his big, rough hands. His thumbs tenderly brush the tears away. “You’re crying,” he says, and he sounds amazed. Something changes in his expression, a lingering hardness finally going soft. “You care about us.”


      “Of course I do.” I wrench free of him, his kindness more than I can bear. “You guys are great.”


      Gently, so gently, he says, “You’ll practice. You’ll get better. I’ll help you.”


      “You don’t get it. If I practice, I hurt people.” There’s a minicrossbow in the pile I’ve created, but it’s not mine. It’s something Cole favors, which means it’s most likely his. Whatever. I pack it anyway. I’m going to be on my own. I’ll need all the help I can get.


      “What about Ali’s vision?” Frosty asks.


      Argh! Why isn’t he yelling at me for harming his friends? Why isn’t he grabbing my arm and dragging me to the front entrance, giving my ass a kick for good measure before slamming the door in my face?


      “Maybe Ali got things wrong. I mean, I’ve been with you for a month and nothing’s happened. Maybe the vision is merely symbolic. Maybe I save you by not being near you.”


      “Symbolic? Really?”


      “What? I’m dangerous now.”


      “You’ve always been dangerous.”


      “To zombies, yes, but not to other slayers.”


      He barks out a laugh.


      Yeah. Okay. I was dangerous to other slayers before this. And not just because of my ties to Anima.


      “I couldn’t control the ability, or whatever the hell it was. The disability.” I’d been hoping for something great to happen to me. The break I so desperately wanted. Instead, I got this. Something worse. My shoulders sag. “Red flames consumed me, just like they do in my nightmares, and I tossed three powerful slayers into the air without lifting a finger. Energy poured from me, wrapped around them and squeezed. They bled from their eyes, nose and ears. I wanted so badly to stop, but I couldn’t.”


      “You’ll practice,” he says again.


      He still doesn’t get it. “No. I’ll put others in danger. I’d rather die.” Lack of control is an excuse I can’t abide.


      I’m sorry I hit you, honey. Daddy lost control of his temper.


      “Milla,” Frosty says, realization suddenly as sweet as it is shocking.


      Ever since I woke up from the attack, he’s been calling me Milla. Not Camilla. Not “hey, you.” Not “bitch.” But Milla. As if I’m his friend rather than his enemy. My eyes go wide, and I pivot on my heel to face him—


      —in a blink, the entire world stops spinning. The walls of the house fall away, and I’m running as fast as I can, Kat clutched close to my chest. Her collarbone is broken, the edge peeking out of her skin. She’s cut everywhere and bleeding. Judging by the way Kat is wheezing, I know one of her lungs has collapsed. She’ll die if she doesn’t get help.


      But she needs antidote more. She’s been bitten by a zombie, and the clock is ticking. Damn it! She can’t die, can’t die, can’t fucking die. She’s my life. My everything. But shit, shit, there are zombies hot on our trail, and each one has a bomb strapped to his neck.


      I veer to the right—a mistake. More zombies glide from between the trees.


      Boom!


      The ground shakes. I lose control of my left arm, which was broken when the house collapsed, but somehow I maintain my grip on my girl. Can’t drop her, can’t drop her.


      Shadows twist at my left, so I make another right turn and catch sight of a dozen Anima agents plowing my way. Damn it! Where can I go? The agent at the helm raises a pistol, aims at me—at Kat. I have no other choice. I go left.


      Pop! Pop!


      I curl inward as best I can, trying to wrap myself around my girl, and I end up taking the bullets in my upper arm. My broken arm. The increase in pain is incredible, but it’s nothing compared to my determination. Except I’ve turned us into another hail of bullets.


      Pop, pop, pop!


      Kat is hit, hit, her body jerking. No. Hell, no. Rage, frustration, desperation—each chokes me.


      “Go!” Cole shouts. “I’ll hold them off.” He’s got two semiautomatics in hand and as he sprays the agents with metal I beat feet in the opposite direction, going back the way I came. He’ll be okay. He has to be okay. “I’m sorry, kitten. I’m so sorry. I’ll get you out of here, I promise. I’ll get you somewhere safe, and I’ll take care of you. You’ll heal. You have to heal.”


      Pop, pop, pop!


      More gunfire sounds in the distance, and panic infuses every cell in my body. Agents race from the left and right, their weapons already trained on me. I have nowhere to go.


      Damn it! I have a split second to decide what to do. Keep running and pray they miss, or set Kat down and fight, wasting precious time.


      Ali rushes around the bend, and she’s headed straight for me. Her eyes are wide, and I know. It’s already far too late for option two. I’m going to have to take the gunfire—risk Kat taking the gunfire.


      I pick up the pace and once again contort my body around Kat’s in an attempt to shield her.


      Pop, pop, pop!


      A bullet slams into my thigh, followed by another, and my leg just...stops...working. As I stumble forward, the rest of my limbs go lax. I can’t right myself, can only fall, fall. I twist midway to absorb the brunt of impact, but when we hit, Kat rolls from my arms.


      Tears sting the backs of my eyes. I somehow crawl to my feet, the pain, the pain. But it’s nothing. She’s everything. As I reach for her, another stream of bullets sprays, and I’m nailed in the chest. I fly backward, away from her.


      “No! Kat!”


      Her gaze finds me. She offers me a sad smile. As I stretch out my hand, her lips part. I think...I think she just took her final breath. Her chest stops rising and falling. Her eyes dull.


      “No! No, no, no.”


      Darkness descends over my mind, but only for a moment. Light returns, and with it, a new scene takes shape.


      I’m lying on a tiled floor, surrounded by a pool of blood—mine, River’s and Caro’s. I hurt. I hurt so bad. I’m certain death has sunk his claws deep, deep inside me, determined to rip my spirit out of my body. I’m having trouble breathing. Every time I try to call for help, blood trickles from the corners of my mouth, choking me.


      Though my vision is hazy, I know my father looms above me. He’s hit me so many times I’ve already lost count—but he isn’t done.


      Right now, I have a reprieve as he screams at me. My ears are ringing, but I can make out most of the words. You’re useless. You’re worthless. I wish you were never born. You can’t possibly be my kid. Your mother must have slept with someone else, the whore. I busted my knuckles, and now I’m going to use a baseball bat.


      All this, because I refuse to accept blame for Caro’s death. Caro, my other half. My better half.


      I never should have kept her out so long. I should have returned her hours before. But I didn’t, and Daddy’s dinner wasn’t ready on time. I took full responsibility, but he blamed her. You’re crying. Only guilty girls cry.


      I tried to shield her, to take her blows for her, but he just kept shoving me aside. By the time River got home, it was too late. Caro’s body...motionless...


      Me, broken and bloody.


      At least River was able to rip the baseball bat from Daddy’s hands.


      Daddy turned on him, hitting him in the stomach until he vomited blood. Even still, River was able to push me into the closet and lock the door. But it wasn’t long before Daddy killed River, just like Caro, and busted down the door.


      He’s yelling at me again. It’s my turn to die, and I’m glad, but I don’t want to go without taking him with me. I crawl to the stove, where pots have fallen.


      I swipe up a cast-iron skillet and slam it into his leg with what little strength I have left. I only make him madder. For once, he isn’t concerned about hitting me in places no one will notice. It’s open season.


      Daddy kicks me in the stomach. I curl into myself, gasping for breath I can’t catch. He kicks me again, and stars burst over what little of my vision remains. My lungs burn as if they’ve been bathed in acid, that acid rising...rising...spewing out of my mouth.


      Blood. So much blood. I’m not going to be able to take Daddy with me, am I?


      I’m so sorry, Caro. I’m so sorry, Riv.


      I’ll be with them soon. The pain will end, and we’ll be together again. That will have to be enough.


      Black spiderwebs weave through my mind, but I fight to stay awake. Gotta prepare for the next blow. But...it never comes.


      I’m not sure how much time passes before the spiderwebs thin and I’m able to blink open my swollen eyes. My father lies on the floor in front of me, his face turned in my direction, his eyes wide and glassed over, his mouth hanging open. River stands beside him, a bloody kitchen knife clutched in his hand. He stares at the weapon as if he isn’t sure how it ended up in his possession.


      “River,” I gasp, but no sound emerges. My ribs are broken, muscle torn—


      —a knock echoes, and the scene vanishes. I blink, and I’m back inside the bedroom at Reeve’s, standing in front of Frosty.


      He’s pale, waxen, and he’s staring at me with horror.


      “Wh-what just happened?” I ask.


      “I think we had a vision,” he rasps. “Two of them.”


      Another ability passed on to me? Yes, of course. Only, I didn’t see the future, like Ali. I saw the past.


      And Frosty saw it, too.


      Oh...no, no, no. He knows my deepest, darkest secret now. He’ll treat me differently. He’ll feel sorry for me. But I don’t want his pity. Yes, I’ve suffered. But we’ve all suffered.


      “I didn’t... I don’t... Milla, I’m so sorry.”


      That. I don’t want that. He owes me nothing. I owe him everything.


      I turn away, not wanting him to see the emotion in my eyes—or the fresh flood of tears.


      I suppose I should be glad that I saw into his past, the way he saw into mine. The very moments that define the people we are today. And maybe I would be glad, if I’d seen something else. But Kat’s death? Feeling his desperation and pain? His unending agony? Agony I helped cause. No. Guilt eats me up, the bites bigger than ever before.


      The knock comes again, and River steps inside the room. I’m emotionally raw right now, and seeing him pushes me over the edge. The tears trickle down my cheeks, burning my skin.


      “You guys have been quiet for a while.” He looks between us and frowns. “What’s going on?”


      Frosty shakes his head and backs out of the room. He kicks the door shut behind him, the loud thud jolting me. I stumble back as if pushed, my knees catching on the mattress. I land, bouncing up and down until finally stilling.


      “Milla.” River strides across the room to crouch in front of me. “What happened? Talk to me.”


      I begin to shake. “I didn’t...I didn’t know Anima would do what they did. I thought they would do as promised and sneak in, grab Ali and leave. But that’s no excuse. I’m at fault. I knew Anima lied and tricked. I should have been prepared. I should have double-crossed them. But I didn’t, and I ended up hurting Frosty so deeply he’ll never recover. I took the most precious part of his life, the treasure he cherished above all others, and I’m a horrible person.”


      Torment ravages my brother’s eyes. “Milla, don’t do this to yourself. You can’t—”


      A sob splits my lips, and I fall against his chest. After that, the sobs just keep coming, until I’m practically dry heaving. I am a horrible person, and these new abilities are my final punishment. Exactly what I deserve.


      “I’ve been following you off and on for weeks,” River admits when I at last go quiet.


      A few times I’d felt someone was watching me, but... “If that’s true, why didn’t you help me the night hordes of zombies attacked me? I would have died if Frosty hadn’t stepped in.”


      He closes his eyes for a moment. “That was one of my nights off, and I’m sorry for it. I had no idea—” He goes quiet, as if he can’t bear to finish.


      So...who had watched me that night? Tiffany?


      “I love you,” he says, “and I couldn’t stay away. Even as furious as I was, I couldn’t not check on you. I know you only did what you did because you love me, too, and you hoped to protect me the way we failed to protect Caro.” He strokes a hand down my back, the way he used to do when we were children, gentle, so gentle, always careful of my bruises. “You’re carrying a lot of blame around. What you did for me. Kat. Even Caro. But it’s time for you to let everything go.”


      I’m so tired I shake my head in negation rather than voice a response. Letting go of the guilt won’t do me a bit of good. It has claws, and they’re buried deep in my heart.


      “Seeing you covered in blood... I remembered how quickly life can be snuffed out. I don’t want to waste another moment apart from you. I forgive you for working with Anima. All right?” His arms tighten around me, and he kisses my temple. “I’ve missed you. I’ve cursed myself for sending you away. I’ve hated myself, and yelled at everyone else. And you know how I feel about losing my temper.”


      Yes. Like me, he would rather lose a limb than act like our father.


      “I want you to come back with me,” he says. “There will be problems at first, but we’ll get through them together.”


      I shake my head, adamant. No way I’ll put his crew at risk. And his reign in jeopardy.


      “Milla,” he says, “I talked to Ali, and I know you’re scared about the new ability, but if you do nothing, you’ll always be scared and you’ll always be a danger to those around you. You have to learn how to use it to your advantage.”


      I give another shake of my head, but this time, I’m not as confident.


      “You know I’m right,” River continues. “If you don’t control your emotions, your ability—your whatever, just go ahead and fill in the blank—they’ll control you.”


      “Damn you,” I whisper, finally finding my voice. He’s right. I have to do this. I have to learn control, or I will be controlled. There’s no middle ground. “You never give up, do you?”


      “A trait we share.” He smiles fondly. “Don’t worry. I’ll come up with a way for you to practice without putting anyone in danger. I swear it.”


      “I can’t imagine a scenario where that’s possible.”


      “Just give me time to think. Despite rumors, I’m only a man, not a god.”


      “Rumors suggest you’re a devil, but fine. Okay. Take a few days.”


      “And then we’ll go home—”


      “No. I’m staying here.” I won’t be an anchor around his neck, dragging him down. No matter how much I miss him. “I promised Kat I’d guard Frosty, and I will keep my word.”


      I might have thought about abandoning ship, but once I calmed down, I would have come back. I see that now.


      River rubs his knuckles into the crown of my head until I bat his arm away. “How about a bit of good news?”


      “Yes, please.”


      “We caught the girl. Tiffany. She’s locked up in the basement.”


      A thousand emotions hit me at once. Rage—the one who tried to murder me is here. Satisfaction—I can hurt her, like for like. Sadness. I don’t know why. Relief. Hope.


      “I want to be the first one to talk to her.” I clutch the sleeves of his shirt. “Okay? All right?” The wrong interrogation technique could cause her to clam up. “Will you make sure? I just... I’m not ready to deal. Not right now.” I’m still too raw.


      “I’ll make sure,” he says with a nod.


      Cole bursts into the room, his features dark with concern. “Your panic attack has to wait. Bronx was out on patrol, found a zombie and let himself be bitten. But the toxin wasn’t cleansed and Bronx didn’t recover on his own. Love was with him and tried to heal him, but she couldn’t summon dýnamis. Now there are more zombies. We need everyone out there, and we need massive amounts of the antidote. Now.”


      “Go.” I give River a little push. “I’ll be here when you get back.”


      Cole’s freaky violet eyes lock on me. “You’re on your feet. You’re coming, too.”
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      At my apartment, I drink and I pace. No matter how much alcohol I pour down the hatch, no matter how many times I stomp my feet into the carpet, I can’t block the memory of Milla’s beating. She was covered in blood and bruises, different parts of her face swollen, her wrist bent back at an odd angle. A bone in her leg peeking through skin. I’d felt her pain, her all-consuming despair. I’d heard her thoughts. Beatings were a way of life for her and her siblings.


      Whatever ill feelings I still harbored toward her died a swift death today, bludgeoned with a baseball bat, just like Milla herself. Resentment no longer clouds my thoughts, and I see the truth. She’s been hurt enough. I want to comfort her, not hurt her—never hurt her—and I want her to comfort me. I’m unmanned. And I get it now. Of course she helped Anima when her brother was threatened. He was all she had left. Her only family. Her hero.


      How did we have visions of the past? Why?


      I throw the bottle of whiskey against the wall, glass shattering in every direction. I stop, just stop, and sink to the floor, my back pressed against the couch.


      “Dude. Miserable is so not a good look for you.”


      My gaze locks on Kat, who is standing a few feet in front of me. As usual, she’s wearing the T-shirt and shorts she died in. At this point, I think I’d rather see her in a burlap sack or a Mr. Potato Head costume. “Can’t help it,” I croak.


      “Well, you’re gonna have to try. You need to arm up and head to Shady Elms. Five minutes after you left the mansion, Cole started texting you. Bronx is in trouble, and all slayers have been summoned for a battle royale.”


      “They’ll be fine without me.”


      “Cole insisted Milla go, even though she’s—”


      “Damn him!” I jump to my feet. Milla is weakened, emotional and probably easily distracted right now.


      Kat watches me with sad eyes as I gather an arsenal. “I’ll be rooting for you. And of course, I’ll critique your performance later.”


      “Bonus points for every kill?”


      “Please. That’d be too easy. You’ll get bonus points for every un-kill. Reach a hundred, and you’ll earn a prize.”


      “Right. The new ‘save ’em’ ability.”


      “Yes,” she says. “Although that particular ability didn’t work for Bronx tonight.”


      Well, well. I might get to kill, after all. “The prize?” I cram four extra clips into my pockets. If I have to save zombies, fine, I’ll save them, but there’s no way in hell I’ll let them bite me. I’ll disable, capture and find another way.


      “The prize,” Kat says, “is that I’ll finally forgive you for riding across a rainbow with another girl on the back of your unicorn.”


      “My dream-crime record finally expunged. Nice.”


      “Pain is pain.”


      I flash her a grin, but she’s already gone.


      I rush out my front door—I’m in a T-shirt and jeans, with combat boots on my feet—and slide into my truck. Night has fallen, and shadows are thick. Stars dot the sky, but they’re smeared with dark gray rain clouds that are threatening to overflow.


      I break every speed law and soon close in on Shady Elms. Lights blink up ahead—headlights? Yep. Smoke curls from the crumpled hood of a van. My friends crashed? I park and jump out. I run...only to tumble to the ground, tripped by... I don’t know what. I land, dirt and twigs filling my mouth. A bright light suddenly shines over me. Motion-activated? Or controlled by a human hand?


      Human hand. Definitely. A gun is cocked. I roll out of the way just as—


      Pop, pop, pop! Bullets spray the spot I just vacated.


      I come up firing a gun of my own. A grunt echoes, the scent of blood saturates the air. Whoever shot at me is wounded. I stomp forward, remaining low just in case. The light is still shining and reveals the glint of another trip wire. I cut it and turn the source of the light—a lamp that’s been anchored into the ground—to illuminate the opposite direction. A man in bodily form is slumped over a rock, a deep gash in his neck.


      I don’t know him. He isn’t a slayer.


      Keeping my gun trained on him, I feel for a pulse. He’s dead.


      Who is he? And why did he attack me?


      Are there others nearby, waiting to pick off slayers when they return to their bodies? But...why not strike now?


      The answer becomes clear a moment later. My friends killed the others...and a new crop of enemy soldiers has just arrived.


      I hear car doors slamming in the distance. I sneak through the bushes—three black-clad men stand beside a van, checking their weapons, while a fourth gives the pre-war speech. “Kill or be killed.” There’s a wrecked sedan next to the van, four motionless bodies inside it. The people my friends killed. Go team.


      The newcomers got something right. It’s kill or be killed. I nail them all with a bullet between the eyes.


      I wait for a minute...two...but no other vehicle arrives. I return to the van my friends used. A more in-depth search reveals tires shredded on both sides and part of the hood embedded in a tree. The bodies—empty shells—of slayers surround the vehicle, each one bloody and bruised.


      The gash on Milla’s forehead has leaked crimson all the way to her chin.


      Furious and frantic, I push my spirit out of my body and follow the sounds of battle, the smell of rot. As a handful of zombies lurch into my path, I crisscross my arms, my semiautomatics, and shoot each creature directly in the mouth, shattering jawbones and teeth.


      Bite me now, assholes.


      I sprint forward, every second now an endless eternity as those blinking headlights illuminate sheer violence...just before darkness descends.


      Light. Bronx and Love are on the ground, both twitching and jerking as if seizing. Milla crawls toward them, her hands engulfed by red flames.


      Darkness.


      Light. Milla touches Bronx, the crimson flames crackling over his chest. His back bows, his cry of agony echoing through the night.


      Darkness.


      Light. A zombie has snuck up behind Milla, who is distracted as she patches a wound on Bronx’s chest—a wound that now appears bigger. Sharp, yellowed teeth sink into her shoulder and she screams.


      “No!” I pick up speed.


      Darkness. Crimson flames burst from her and lick at the creature.


      A creature who latches on harder and shakes his head, like a dog with a bone.


      Almost there...so close...but not close enough.


      Light. Ali yanks the zombie away from Milla and holds out her arm, clearly expecting dýnamis to appear—it doesn’t.


      Darkness. Come on. Faster.


      Light. Cole kicks the zombie in the face. Something bad must have happened to Ali, because she’s on the ground, writhing in pain.


      Darkness.


      Light. Milla crawls to Ali’s side, and with a jab, jab, jab she injects her, then Bronx, then Love with...antidote? Yeah, has to be. All three go still.


      Finally! I reach the edge of the battlefield.


      I aim and fire, putting a bullet between the eyes of all three zombies sneaking up on Milla. She glances up. Our gazes meet. A profound wave of relief sweeps through me when she lumbers to her feet. She’s okay. Then the headlights go out. By the time they come back on, she’s back in the fray, her short swords swinging with expert precision.


      I sheathe my guns and withdraw my own short swords. With purposeful flicks of my wrists, I remove any zombie hands, arms or heads that move into my path. Body parts pile up around me. Black goo sprays, burning me.


      As the horde begins to thin at last, I see the other slayers fighting around me. Not just Cole and Milla, but River and Love, who is back on her feet, as well as Chance, Gavin and Jaclyn. Some are more injured than others, but all are bleeding profusely.


      “Jaclyn! Your six!” As Gavin reaches for her, a single white flame springs to life at the end of his hand...only to die a second later. The lack costs him. A horde converges, ripping hunks of skin and muscle from his arm. He fights his way free and hisses in pain. “I’m not healing, and they’re not being cleansed.”


      A mad fury overtakes Jaclyn, who has successfully disabled the zombies sneaking up behind her thanks to Gavin’s warning. She drops her daggers and withdraws two .22s.


      Boom! Boom! Boom!


      Zombies drop, creating a pathway, allowing Milla to work her way to Gavin and inject him with antidote.


      “Stop trying to light up,” Cole shouts. “Disable as many Zs as you can.”


      Milla fails to notice the fiend lying on the ground, reaching for her—


      “Milla!” I shout.


      She looks up at me, but it’s too late. The creature latches on to her ankle to yank her calf toward his chomping teeth. I act on instinct, diving down and shoving my hand between her leg and his mouth. The burn is instantaneous and utterly incapacitates me. I collapse, unable to move...unable to breathe.


      I’ve been bitten before, and it hurt like hell, but it didn’t hurt like this. Didn’t affect me like this. Before I retained control of my body and lost control of my mind, the urge to eat, to kill, overwhelming me. Now, the opposite is true.


      “Frosty,” Milla shouts.


      I can’t respond.


      There are severed heads all around me, those with teeth snapping at me. One of the slayers steps forward to slash at a still-standing zombie and inadvertently kicks one of those heads toward me. Still, I can’t move.


      “Frosty!”


      A second later, the foundation vanishes from under me. No, no. That’s not true. I’ve been tossed into the air, where I hover like a balloon on a string.


      Pressure crushes me at every angle. Even as warm blood leaks from my eyes, I’m able to see that the other slayers are right beside me. All but Milla. She stands on the ground, her hands raised.


      “Throw...us,” Ali calls. “Throw...with...your...arms.”


      Milla has seen Ali in action and understanding quickly dawns. She jerks her arms to the side. Suddenly I’m flying, flying...slamming into a tree a good distance from the zombie horde. I flop to the ground and someone lands on top of me, grunting and rolling off, but it doesn’t matter. I can’t breathe with or without the added weight.


      River rushes over and slams a needle deep into my neck. “You’re welcome.” The antidote flows through my veins, cool and soothing, and my muscles begin to unlock from my bones.


      “Milla,” I say. “We have to help her.”


      “On it.” He pulls me to my feet and takes off.


      I stumble after him, dizzy but fighting it. I will help Milla.


      I withdraw my semiautomatics, reload and fire at every zombie I come across. When I’m out of ammo, I use the axes anchored to the handles, soon clearing the immediate path and buying myself a few seconds to replace the clips. As I aim and shoot, aim and shoot, rotted brain matter splatters. Bone shards rain. Teeth fall to the ground like discarded pieces of candy.


      Where’s Milla?


      I scan...scan...there. She shoves a zombie to the ground and follows him down. After jamming her knees into his shoulders, she uses her swords like a pair of scissors and lops off his head.


      Good girl. But another zombie plows into her from behind, throwing her down. Upon impact, red flames erupt from her hands, chest and feet.


      Her nightmare has come to life.


      Panicked, I run to her. Is she dying? Burning to death? I summon dýnamis—fight fire with fire—but in an instant, I’m consumed by fear. It burns my mind, brands my heart, makes my limbs tremble. This isn’t... I can’t... Helpless, so helpless.


      The thought overtakes my mind. I don’t understand what’s happening, and it takes everything I’ve got to shake the fear. Even still, the flames never come.


      I reach Milla as she stabs the zombie in the mouth and stands. She’s panting, the red flames growing stronger, wafting smoke in the air. Every other zombie focuses on her, moving closer to her, ignoring the other slayers.


      I join River, Cole, Love and Jaclyn to slice and dice our way through the masses while Ali, Gavin and Justin do the same on the opposite side. But we’re all too late. Milla releases an ear-piercing scream. I stop fighting and run, just run. If I get bit, I get bit.


      I reach the front unharmed. But...Milla isn’t being eaten as I feared. Her eyes are as red as the flames, and they are bloody pools of hunger.


      She rips out a zombie’s throat while her attention is locked on me. She licks her lips, even bares her teeth and steps toward me.


      I’m on today’s menu?


      River whizzes past me to jam a needle into her neck. But he is the one who bellows in pain, those crimson flames brushing over his skin.


      At last the red fades from Milla’s eyes. I whip off my shirt to pat her down. The flames die—on her, on her brother—and the siblings collapse.


      I gather Milla close and scan the area. Cole and the others have finished off the rest of the zombies. Easy to do, really, considering the meat bags stopped fighting us.


      Milla moans. “Frosty...”


      “You’re okay. You’re okay now.”


      “The flames—”


      “I know. They’re gone.”


      “The flames.” She clutches my shirt. “The flames...”


      “Shh, shh. They’re gone. I’ve got you, and I’m not going to let anything happen to you.”


      Her eyes close and she goes limp. I hold her closer.


      A few feet away, Cole barks, “We need a new van and a tow.” He’s holding an unconscious Ali in his arms, a phone pressed between his ear and shoulder. “And hurry.”


      “What the hell just happened?” River demands. “When I tried to light up, I got hit with a blast of fear instead.”


      A chorus of “Me, too” rings out.


      “And Milla,” he adds, “her flames were red. I’m not the only one who noticed it, right?”


      “Whatever Tiffany did to us,” Cole says, his voice tight, “I think this is the result.”


      Bronx scrubs a dirt-smudged hand down his face. “Fear is the opposite of faith, and faith is our source of power. Without it, we lose. Every time.”


      “Why wasn’t Milla affected the same way?” I ask.


      River shrugs. “Maybe those red flames protected her from whatever was done to us.”


      Right thought, wrong direction. “I don’t think thánatos protected her so much as itself.” In her nightmares, the flames kill her. Predator versus prey.


      “Head to the car, everyone, and join your body.” Cole motions to the left. “Justin’s on his way.”


      “Call him back and tell him to be on the lookout. Zombies aren’t the only evil on the prowl tonight.” I shift Milla in my arms and stand. “Someone set a trip wire at the west side of the cemetery and tried to put a bullet in my brain while I was down. He missed and I shot to kill.”


      “You see any others?” Cole asks as he dials.


      “Yes. Three. They received the same treatment.”


      “I’ll hide the evidence and meet you back at the house.” River doesn’t wait for permission, just takes off.


      “Someone help me with Gavin.” Tears spill down Jaclyn’s cheeks as she tries to pull him up one-handed, her other hand tucked against her middle to protect a swollen wrist. “He’s too heavy for me to carry.”


      Like Ali and Milla, Gavin is unconscious. Bronx and Chance heft him up, each using a shoulder as a crutch to keep him vertical. Together, we make our way to the vehicles. We’re a ragtag group, but we’re alive. I tell myself that’s enough. For now.
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      When I open my eyes, the first thing I see is Frosty. His face hovers just above mine. Sublime heat envelops me, saturating me with his scent. His heartbeat drums against my temple.


      We’re outside, the night dark. He’s walking...carrying me. I smile...until memories swamp me. We just had our asses handed to us. On a silver platter. With a side of pork rinds. The servers of this ass-handing? Zombies we killed once before.


      How?


      I have a thing for faces and clothes. Even undead faces and clothes. The people I meet become photographs inside my mind—maybe that’s a slayer trait, maybe not. Tonight I was able to pull the photographs from the last battle and play match. Vintage suit with stains on the tie—match. T-shirt with I’m Kind of a Big Deal stitched across the breast—match. Purple jogging pants—match.


      We ashed those zombies a month ago and now they’re back? Impossible.


      That’s not even the worst part.


      When I was bitten, the red flames mixing with a fresh dose of zombie toxin, I became aware of every slayer within my vicinity¸ and even a few beyond the graveyard. I lost track of everything else, blindsided by a hunger I couldn’t fight.


      I wanted to eat. To gorge.


      “I’m awake,” I whisper, doing my best to hide my horror.


      “How do you feel?” Frosty sets me on my feet.


      We’re at the entrance to the cemetery, where the van is wrecked and Frosty’s truck awaits. “Sore, but grateful I’m alive.”


      Our bodies surround the vehicles, and one by one, we join up.


      Justin arrives with a new van, and we pile inside. Everyone but Frosty.


      “Where—” I begin.


      “I’m staying to help River,” he says.


      “I’ll stay, too,” I say. I don’t want to be parted from him. He’s injured.


      “You haven’t seen yourself.” He gives me a half smile, reaches out and squeezes my hand. “You need medical attention.”


      “So do—” But he’s already walking away. “You,” I declare lamely.


      Justin whisks us to the mansion, where the recruits help us into the former ballroom on the bottom floor, which has been transformed into a makeshift hospital. One of the recruits is in medical school, another in nursing school, and Weber barks orders at them. We’re examined one at a time, those in the worst condition first.


      Once Gavin and Ali are doctored, Weber focuses on me. I’m bandaged up and deemed “on the mend,” but I’m unable to catch my breath until Frosty walks through the door.


      He scans the room and stops on me. My heart skips a beat as he closes the distance. Though I’m in pain—I refused painkillers, not wanting to be weakened or fall asleep—I stand and motion to the gurney.


      He sits without a word of complaint.


      “Where’s River?”


      “Once we had the bodies loaded, he took off.”


      “Serves you right. Now don’t you dare move,” I say. “I mean it.”


      “Trust me. I’m not going anywhere.”


      I gather the cleaning supplies I think I’ll need. I’m as gentle as possible as I wash the blood from his face. He must have had a shirt stored in his truck because he’s wearing a new one.


      “Any injuries I can’t see?” For some reason, the question makes me blush. I never blush.


      “I have a few under my shirt.” He doesn’t move, just sits there, his gaze glued to me and so intense it’s as if he’s seeing past flesh and bone.


      I gulp. “What are you waiting for? Take it off.”


      “If you insist.” He grips the shirt by the collar and tugs the material over his head.


      Is my tongue hanging out? Am I drooling?


      Cord after cord of strength greets me. And his tattoos! Mercy. I beg for mercy. In the center of his breastbone, there’s a human heart pierced on the bottom by numerous daggers. On the handle of each is a name. Boots. Ducky. Ankh. Trina. Haun. Cruz. Willow. Roses grow from the top of the heart, the stems twisting and twining all the way to his shoulders, where the buds are in bloom. A curtain of mist floats between the thorny foliage, and in the midst of it is the name Kitten.


      I clean him of dirt, sweat, zombie goo and blood, my blush heating a few thousand degrees. Trembling, I turn my attention to his arms, a much safer area, and the bands tattooed around his wrists. There are three Z-bites, raw and angry, and I slather each with salve before adhering a bandage.


      I step behind him to finish up and have to swallow a whimper. There’s an etching of hands in the center of his back. They are joined together to form a steeple, the Lord’s Prayer scripted around them. Some of the words cover scars—name, kingdom, deliver—making them stand out as if they are alive with power.


      “You’re good at this.” His voice is tight with...I’m not sure what. “At playing doctor, I mean.”


      “I should be. I spent the first part of my childhood acting like a nursemaid.” It’s something I wouldn’t have said to anyone else, but Frosty knows about my past. He’s seen it.


      The muscles between his shoulders knot. “Is that what you’d be if you weren’t a slayer? A nurse. Or maybe a doctor?”


      “A doctor. Maybe.”


      “Any plans for college?”


      “I wish, but I barely graduated high school because I missed so many days.” And it isn’t like I could afford college, even with loans. Loans have to be paid back. Anyway, who’s going to hire the girl always covered in bruises? “What about you?”


      “I’d like to be a homicide detective. Take down human bad guys for a change.”


      Admirable. “The streets will definitely be safer with you on patrol.” I grab a clean rag, dip it in a bowl of soapy water, wring it out and gently scrub the scratches along his spine.


      “You’re not going to tell me it’s too dangerous?” There’s true curiosity in his tone. “That maybe I should be a mailman or something?”


      “Uh, I’ve seen you fight zombies, remember? Nothing’s too dangerous for you.” But he is too dangerous for me, there’s no doubt about that. I’m basically petting him right now. “Well. Nothing seems to be broken and the bites have already scabbed. You should make a full recovery.”


      I toss the dirty rags into the laundry basket beside the gurney and hand the bowl of soiled water to a recruit with an order to drain it. Then I stand there, unsure what to do next. I don’t want to leave Frosty, but I don’t want to embarrass myself, either.


      He takes hold of my wrist and draws me closer...closer still...until I’m standing between his legs. I can only blink up at him as my trembling renews and redoubles.


      “Let me see your injuries.”


      “No need, they’re—”


      “I wasn’t asking.” He gently peels back the bandage on my forehead to study the slash. Well, okay, then.


      “I hit the window when the van crashed,” I say.


      “No stitches.”


      “It wasn’t deep. It might scar, though.”


      “You worried?”


      “No. Yes. Maybe. Maybe I’ll cut bangs.”


      “Why? You’re beautiful the way you are,” he says. “With or without a scar.”


      My mouth falls open. I...have no idea how to respond.


      “Don’t even think about accusing me of lying.” His gaze heats as it studies mine. “I don’t lie. Ever. I don’t need to, because I don’t care if I hurt anyone’s feelings. The truth is the truth, forever unchanging, and it’s better than a lie any day of the week.”


      Dang. My crush on him soars to a new level.


      “Scars speak for you,” he adds. “They say you’re strong, and you’ve survived something that might have killed others. To me, there’s nothing sexier than strength.”


      “I agree,” I whisper. One hundred percent. As slayers, we’ve lost friends, family, homes. At times even our sanity. We know the weak fall and never get back up.


      We can’t afford to be weak.


      And oh, crap. I want to throw myself into his arms. Instead, I change the subject...fast. “Did you notice anything weird about the zombies tonight?”


      “Weird...how?”


      “They looked exactly the same as the last batch we fought.”


      “Twin zombies are as likely as twin humans, I suppose.”


      “Yeah, but all of the zombies were familiar to me.”


      He frowns. “I didn’t notice, but then, I’m a guy. I usually only notice short skirts and see-through shirts.”


      I smile, and his gaze falls to my lips. The way he stares... My heart hammers in my chest, my blood heating. Awareness crackles inside me.


      “All right.” Cole’s voice booms through the room, startling me, and I leap away from Frosty as if pushed. I keep my back to him, not wanting to see his expression darken with disgust as he remembers who and what I am. “We need to talk about what happened tonight.”


      In a snap, the room goes quiet.


      Cole moves to the center, ensuring he’s the sole focus of the occupants. “Was anyone able to use dýnamis?”


      “No.”


      “Nope.”


      “Not me.”


      Not a single affirmation comes.


      “What about your abilities?” Cole asks.


      “I wasn’t able to do anything,” Ali says, and nods of agreement follow.


      I’m the only one who maintained the status quo. Too bad my status quo sucks. “Thánatos seems to make zombies hungrier. It surprised me. I wasn’t prepared for that.”


      “When you touched your brother, the wound on his chest worsened rather than healed.” Ali tilts her head, thoughtful. “Light is purification. Dark is destruction. They are opposites.”


      Wait, wait, wait. I hurt River? My stomach curls into a ball and drops to my feet.


      “Covered, covered, covered,” Ali says, her eyes glazed as she remembers the journal passage. “Look inside.”


      Inside what? Myself? Well, I have!


      “Our only defense—hell, our only real weapon—has been stripped from us.” Bronx bangs his head into his pillow. “We all suspect Tiffany is the culprit. Let’s find out what she did to us and fix it.”


      “I’ll question her,” I announce. “I’m good at getting answers.” And it’s time.


      Cole shakes his head. “My house, my interrogation.”


      “Tiffany slashed Milla’s throat.” Frosty places his hand on my shoulder, squeezes. “Give her a chance.”


      I still don’t turn to face him, even though I want to look into his eyes more than I want to take my next breath. His support is...well, it’s miraculous and wonderful and completely unexpected.


      River strides into the room. “I second that.” His pale hair sticks out in spikes. Crimson splatters mar his cheeks and arms, his clothes are ripped and dirt-streaked, his boots caked with mud. “You haven’t seen my sister in action. You’re in for a treat.”


      “It’s true.” Sometimes a girl has to toot her own horn. “When you’re good, you’re good. When you’re me, you’re better.” Toot, toot.


      “Let her try.” Ali bats her lashes at Cole. “Please, Coley Poley.”


      I snicker. Coley Poley?


      After a moment of hesitation, Coley Poley gives a stiff nod. “Fine. Do it.”


      Relief spears me. “I won’t let you down. You have my word.”


      River spits out every bit of information he has on the girl. The more I know, the better prepared I’ll be.


      “I’m going with you,” Frosty says. “I’ll make sure nothing happens to you.”


      First he talks and jokes with me. Then he touches me of his own free will. Now he’s worried about me? Me?


      Am I being played?


      “Sometime today,” Bronx says.


      “Right.” Blushing—again—I stride from the room, Frosty close to my heels.

      Tiffany is locked in an eight-by-eight cage in the basement. A cross between a prison cell and a kennel for large dogs. How appropriate. She’s unarmed and by now, she’s malnourished and weak.


      I scan her new living quarters. Dim and dark, though spacious. Very little furniture, only a table and a few chairs scattered about. There are other cages lined against the wall, but they’re currently unoccupied.


      Tiffany’s cage is the only one with a toilet, which is out in the open. Cameras are mounted in every corner of the room, allowing us to watch her from the safety and comfort of the security room, where numerous monitors are located.


      Noticing us, Tiffany scrambles to the back of her cage. Her hair, now bleached to a yellow-white, is matted, her eyes wild. One is brown, one is blue because of a contact. Some of her makeup has been washed away by sweat, revealing freckles. Blood is crusted underneath a gash in her chin.


      “You,” she snarls at me. She’s frightened. She’s angry. And she blames me for her predicament.


      My gaze remains on her as I say to Frosty, “Get her out and put her in a chair.” The key to any interrogation is confidence. The moment she realizes I have nothing to lose and she has everything to gain, she’ll settle.


      To my surprise, Frosty obeys without hesitation and wrenches the girl from the cage.


      “Gently,” I say. Kindness goes a long way in a situation like this. “Please... Saucy Frosty.”


      Hearing my choice of nicknames, he flicks me a wry gaze. I shrug. It was worth a shot. He forces Tiffany to sit—and no, he still isn’t gentle. As I scoot a chair in front of her, he remains behind her, his arms crossed over his chest. When Tiffany attempts to stand, he shoves her back down.


      “Normally,” I say, “I would beat you with a hammer before asking my questions. Why don’t we skip that part and get straight to the Q and A? I’ve mopped up enough blood for one day.”


      She spits at me. “I’m not telling you shit.”


      With the distance between us, the glob of grossness lands to the right of my feet. I hold out my hand. “Napkin,” I say to Frosty.


      He tosses me his shirt.


      Do not focus on his chest.


      I wipe up the spit, and stand in front of Tiffany. She glares at me, even as she flinches back. I lean forward. She tries to push me, tries to kick me, but I slap her arm, bat her leg away and climb onto her lap, penning each of her limbs beneath my thighs.


      I grip her by the jaw, forcing her to face me, and clean her eyes with Frosty’s spit-dampened shirt. A creepy move, and yet also gentle, hopefully confusing her.


      “Such spirit. Such stupidity.” I pat her cheek before I return to my chair. “Did you know Anima once captured my brother?”


      “I don’t ca—”


      “I went to rescue him and got trapped myself. I was surrounded by agents, disarmed and threatened. I couldn’t fight, so I relied on bravado.” I laugh without humor. “For my efforts, I was forced to watch as my friend—the one I convinced to help me—was stabbed repeatedly in the chest.”


      Tiffany pales. Frosty stiffens.


      Ignore him. “Do you know who and what Anima is, Tiffany, daughter of Hannah Reynolds?” I state her address, one of the facts River gave me, letting her know I can easily turn my sights on her mother.


      She pales. “Is it a cartoon?” Her tone is snarky, but she refuses to meet my eyes.


      “Anima,” I say, “is a company responsible for the deaths of many of my friends. They captured and experimented on zombies for their own personal gain, and they didn’t spare the humans who got in their way. Male, female, young, old. It didn’t matter. What you did to me—injecting me with toxin—that’s something an Anima employee would do, but the company has been destroyed...which makes me wonder why you did it.”


      “I don’t like you. Maybe that’s why I did it.” She realizes her mistake and scowls. “Not that I did anything.”


      I smile at her, but it’s merely a cold baring of teeth. “You’ll be honest with me, or you’ll go back in the cage. I’ll be sure to turn off all the lights on my way out.”


      “Bitch.” She tries to stand, but again, Frosty pushes her into the chair. “I’m not scared of you, and I’m not afraid of the dark.”


      “You will be...but you didn’t let me finish. Do you really think I’d put you back in the cage alone? Oh, sweetheart, you don’t know me very well. My brother has a crate full of zombies just waiting for their next meal.”


      This is true—because River always has a crate full of zombies somewhere.


      She licks her dry, cracked lips. “I don’t know who Anima is, okay, and I didn’t do anything to you. You’ve made a mistake. Got the wrong girl.”


      “Liar!” I bang my fists against the arms of my chairs. “I’ll give you one more chance, and then I stop being nice. Why did you cut my throat? What did you inject me with at the cemetery? Did you do something to the other slayers, something to negate their abilities? Tell me.”


      She gulps. “I’ll tell you everything. But you have to give me something in return.”


      She’s an opportunist. Got it. I smile slowly. “For starters, I’ll allow you to live.”


      She shakes her head.


      “And,” I add, “from this moment on, your responses will purchase your privileges. The lights...the food...a bed in your crate. A blanket. Water to bathe. Towels. Clean clothes.”


      She glares at me but says, “I don’t know what was in the darts I used on you. I really don’t. They weren’t meant for a slayer.”


      My stomach twists. “You’ll get to keep the lights on. Now. For whom were the darts meant?”


      She presses her lips in a firm line.


      Fine. “No dinner tonight. Would you like a bed?”


      Her breath hitches. “Wait. I’d rather have dinner.”


      “Sorry, but that opportunity has passed. Maybe you’ll earn your breakfast. Last chance to earn that bed.”


      “Zombies,” she rushes out. “I was supposed to inject zombies.”


      A lump grows in my throat. “Why?”


      “I don’t know,” she says with a stomp of her foot. “I was told what to do, never why.”


      That, I believe. Her frustration is palpable. “You want breakfast? Tell me what you did to the other slayers.”


      “I put something in their food. A white powder. I don’t know what it was.”


      I believe that, too. She isn’t bright enough to have masterminded this kind of destruction. “Why did you try to kill me?”


      “I wasn’t supposed to harm anyone, but you saw me there, at the cemetery. You recognized me and would have ruined everything. You ruined everything anyway,” she adds bitterly. “I thought if I got rid of you, I could stay here.”


      I arch a brow. “What did I ruin, exactly?”


      “As long as I was on the inside, I got paid to report whatever I learned. The moment I got kicked out, the cash stopped coming.”


      So. I almost died so that she could collect a check. “Who paid you?”


      “Who do you think?” With a smile, she throws the name at me as if it’s a weapon. “Rebecca Smith.”
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      Rebecca Smith. A woman I hate with every fiber of my being. The former leader of Anima, and a bitch of the highest order.


      Four months ago, we had her in our possession. Had I made the call, she would have left us in a body bag. She’s the one who blackmailed Milla. She’s the one who attached bombs to collared zombies. She’s the one who destroyed my home, sending her hazmat-protected agents in to kill our group with bullets when the blasts failed to do the job.


      She’s the one who orchestrated Kat’s death.


      Ali used her slayer ability to conceal Ms. Smith’s memories, essentially making the woman’s mind a blank slate. Ms. Smith once did the same to Ali, after all. But with a little help from Cole and Helen, Ali was able to regain full access to her memories. Someone must have helped Ms. Smith. And she must have hidden resources we know nothing about. How else would she have drugs to negate our abilities? Serums to clone zombies, if Milla is right about seeing familiar faces. A potion to turn dýnamis into thánatos—or cover it. Isn’t that what the journal said? Cover, cover, cover.


      Milla and I return the ballroom, but I barely have my rage under control.


      Everyone else radiates different degrees of shock.


      “Do you believe Tiffany is telling the truth?” Cole asks, his voice tight.


      “Yes.” The response comes from Kat, who appears in the center of the room. Tutu-clad Emma stands beside her. “Rebecca Smith is alive, and her memory is back.”


      I nod a greeting at Kat, like I do with all my friends, and for once, there’s no desire to do more. No desire to close the distance and draw her into my arms. No desire to hug and kiss her or whisper inappropriate things in her ear.


      Maybe my emotions are too dark. Maybe...


      I’ve finally moved on.


      She’s a part of me. She owns a piece of my heart, and she always will. I’ll always love her. But I won’t—don’t—need her anymore.

      “I get killing in the heat of battle,” Milla says, her tone soft. “But she’s never part of the battle. She’s a coward in that regard. If we’d killed her, it would have been in cold blood, simply to make our lives easier.” She places her hand over her heart. “Honestly, I’d rather die before my time knowing I did the right thing than live a long life knowing I did the worst thing.”

      Bronx wraps an arm around Reeve’s shoulders. “I’ll program home-security alerts into each of your cells. If Rebecca sends her agents, you’ll know the moment a single perimeter is breeched.”

      I’m proud of him. Graduating is a feat for anyone, but especially for a slayer.


      Me: Yes! I’ll give U award—1 sandwich coming up


      Frosty: Cruel, Milla, Cruel. Where R U?


      Me: Gym, why?


      Frosty: Hoping U decided 2 go 2 kitchen & MAKE THAT PIZZA.


      Me: No chance


      Frosty: Speaking of, Chance w/U?


      Me: No, WHY???


      For some reason, Frosty’s rage against Chance has only grown these past few weeks.


      Frosty: What R U wearing?


      Are you kidding me with this? He’s been ignoring me all week, and now he’s flirting with me?


      Me: Were U hit in the head this morning??


      Frosty: What? U don’t want 2 coordinate outfits?


      Me: I’m naked. Wear the same outfit & meet me in the kitchen 4 that sandwich


      “I thought we agreed on pizza. And you are so not naked.”


      I jolt, the smooth huskiness of his voice a caress to my ears. I look over to find him standing in the doorway, his shoulder pressed against the frame, his arms crossed. The tingles and aches only he has the power to cause immediately start up, and the heat he always ignites quickly spreads.


      “Congratulations on finally becoming a real man,” I say.


      “Thanks. It was a long time coming.”


      Could he be any more adorable? Longing sweeps me up and under. I want more from him. A lot more. I want to know everything. But I don’t even know his real name.


      Our gazes meet. I wish he’d tell me how he feels about—


      —I’m standing in front of a swing set. The sun is shining so brightly, and I’m glad, I like the sun, but I don’t want to be outside. The doors to the school are locked, though. It’s recess, and I’m supposed to stay on the playground.


      My aunt says recess is the best place to make friends. But I already made some. Cole, Jackson, Greg and Robert— everyone has a nickname.


      Cole told me to call him Sir, but that’s not happening.


      Jackson is Bronx. Greg and Robert are Boots and Ducky.


      They’re calling me Frosty.


      They see monsters—zombies. To them, I’m not a freak. I’m normal. And they’re teaching me how to fight properly!


      I grin, but it doesn’t last long.


      My cousin Tomas told Aunt Reba that Cole is the one who punched me in the face. She told me I couldn’t hang out with him, that he’s going to end up in prison. She doesn’t understand. I practically begged him to hit me.


      A rock slams into my chest and I stumble forward, looking up to see a kid at the top of the slide. He throws another rock at me, but I duck and it sails overhead.


      “Aston is a dumb name.” He snickers. “Are you a dummy?”


      The kids around him stop what they’re doing to chant, “Dummy, dummy, dummy.”


      A pat on my shoulder startles me. I turn to see Cole’s purple eyes focused on me.


      “Ready for another lesson?” he says.


      “Yep. I am.”


      “Good. I call this one mess with the bull, get the horns.” He climbs the jungle gym with an ease that amazes me and reaches the boy who first called me a dummy. He pulls back his elbow and, boom, drills his fist into the other boy’s nose.


      Blood sprays, and the kid drops, howling in pain—


      —the workout room comes back into focus. My foot gets tripped up on the treadmill and I propel backward. Frosty rushes over, catching me before I crash. My heart thumps wildly. I’m sweating again, and now I’m more than overheated. I’m breathless and wanting and desperate.


      Want me the way I want you.


      But he sets me aside and shoves his hands in his pockets.


      I rock back my on my heels. “So. Your name is Aston, huh?” What strikes me as strange? I wondered just before our vision. Did I cause it to happen?


      “Aston Martin, actually.”


      Like the car? “No way. Seriously?” I bark out a laugh. What a perfect fit. Sleek, powerful and fast. But I don’t want him to get a big head. “No wonder you didn’t want to share it with me. I think I’ll stick with Dijon.”


      “Sweet pea, I can have you screaming Aston by the end of the day.”


      I stop laughing in a hurry. He can. He so can.


      The air thickens between us, something I’m growing used to, and I clear my throat. “If you’re here to drag me to the kitchen—”


      “No. Forget the food. I’m actually here to chat.”


      “About?”


      He runs a hand through his hair. “I’ve been watching you practice. We’d already realized the white and red fires are opposites, but I’ve noticed your abilities—those that have remained—are the opposite of Ali’s, as well.”


      I ignore a wave of hurt. “You mean she saves, and I ruin.”


      “I mean she controls zombies, and you control slayers. Her fire heals—or healed—while yours harms. But don’t get your panties in a twist. I’m not blaming you. Rebecca Smith poisoned you, and for that, we’ll make her pay. Until then... Cole, River and I have been talking, and we’ve decided to try filtering your blood.”


      They’ve been meeting in secret, otherwise I would have heard rumors. Irritation has me snapping, “Fine. Whatever. I’ll shower and meet you—where?”


      “The basement.”


      Where Tiffany has been living? Why let her know what we’re up to? I open my mouth to protest, but Frosty is already gone. I hurry to our room, shower and dress in a tank top, leaving my arms bare for easier blood donation, then I make my way to the basement.


      Frosty waits at the entrance. He stretches out an arm, offering me a hand. I’m so surprised, so uncertain about how I’ll react to contact, I hesitate before accepting, and his eyes narrow to tiny slits. At the moment of contact, I gasp, tingles sparking with new life, heat rushing through me.


      Is this what Chance experiences every time he touches Love? What Cole experiences with Ali? What Frosty used to experience with Kat?


      I try to draw my hand back. I hate the thought of being enraptured by him while he feels nothing for me. But he tightens his hold, surprising me further, and draws me deeper into the basement, a room that has been utterly transformed. Three plush black recliners surrounded by a vast array of medical equipment and several rolling trays.


      Tiffany is strapped to one of the chairs and sleeping soundly. Ali rests beside her, wide-awake and without straps. Cole stands behind his girlfriend, an avenging angel ready to protect the reason his heart beats at any cost, and a pang of envy shoots through me. Reeve and Weber are here, too, arranging needles and vials on one of the trays.


      “Here.” Frosty leads me to the only available chair. “Reserved just for you.”


      “Thanks,” I mutter, easing down.


      He stays beside me, but he will no longer meet my gaze.


      “What’s wrong?”


      “He doesn’t want you to do this,” Ali says.


      I frown. “We’re just filtering my blood, right? No big deal.”


      “It’s a little more involved than that.” Reeve putters around the equipment. “We know that what affects the spirit affects the body, so whatever is going on inside your spirit will manifest in your blood, even in the smallest way. So, we’re going to put you on dialysis and filter out as much Z-toxin as possible and hopefully rid you of thánatos. Afterward, we’ll inject you with a serum we’ve been working on, one that should strengthen dýnamis.”


      Should. My gaze slides to Ali. “Has the serum not been tested?”


      “No. You and I are the lab rats.”


      “Something I object to,” Cole says.


      Frosty nods. “Agreed.”


      Too bad. “I’ll go first.” Let me suffer the effects if something goes wrong. “If I survive, and it works, Ali can be next.”


      “No,” Frosty says, sharp and stinging. “Why don’t I go first?”


      “I’ll go first.” Cole crosses his arms over his chest.


      Ali shakes her head. “You guys aren’t the yin and the yang, so you can suck it. Us girls got this.”


      Before a word war can kick off, I ask, “Why is Tiffany sedated?”


      “We took a sample of her blood, wanted to know if she’s tainted like the rest of you. The results were inconclusive.” Reeve taps the belly of a syringe and squeezes out excess liquid. “As for the slayers, everyone but you has lost every ability except the one to separate spirit from body. I blame whatever poison Tiffany used.”


      Anger rises—Tiffany!—but I beat it back. I don’t want to accidentally unleash a stream of energy.


      Cole meets my gaze. “You’re one of us now, and if you don’t want to do it, you don’t have to do it.”


      I’m one of them? Seriously?


      A smile breaks through, and I can’t stop it. I catch myself rubbing the Betrayal tattoo, not because I feel guilty but because the word has lost its power over me.


      “I want to,” I say. “What are you waiting for, Reeve? Let’s get this party started.”
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      I hate this. I hate this so freaking much I’m close to snapping. How can I stand here while Milla is turned into a test subject? What kind of man does that make me?


      The kind who wants to save his friends, who knows this might be the only way to return them to their former glory.


      Right. But is that a good enough reason?


      I sweat bullets as Reeve pushes the tray closer to Milla then sits beside her. It’s time for dialysis, and that’s fine. People do that every day without complications. Kat did it four times a week. It’s the serum I’m worried about. It’s uncharted territory. Milla could be hurt. Or worse.


      Panic nearly overwhelms me, but I remind myself Ali has gone through something similar. When she was infected with massive amounts of zombie toxin and the antidote couldn’t save her, she was certain dýnamis was a cure-all. We refused to try. We’d never used our fire on another slayer, had only seen what it could do to agents—the same thing it does to zombies—and we didn’t want to risk her life; she continued to grow worse until the zombie side of her completely took over the human side and only then, when faced with losing her anyway, did we relent. In minutes, it worked.


      Had we used it in the beginning, we would have prevented months of suffering for Ali.


      And yet, as Reeve ties the tourniquet on Milla’s arm, I say, “I think we should come up with another plan.”


      Milla peers up at me with a hefty dose of confusion. She looks so tiny in the leather chair, so vulnerable and in need of a protector.


      I have to step up and be that protector. I will.


      In the past few weeks, I’ve learned so much about her. I know her in ways she may not know herself.


      As a child, she failed to save her sister from her father’s wrath. At least in her mind. Four months ago, she failed her brother, her entire crew. Now she’ll do everything in her power to help—even if it means harming herself in the process.


      “You aren’t a lab rat,” I tell her.


      “I am today. If it hurts, it hurts. I can handle pain.”


      “You handle it better than anyone I know, but that doesn’t mean you should have to.”


      She links her fingers with mine. “I want to do this. I have to. The problems started with me, and they’ll end with me.”


      “Besides, there’s not much risk involved,” Ali says. “Because of the vision, we know Milla lives long enough to save you...which means she’ll live through this.”


      Always we come back to the vision, and I’m sick of it. She might not die today, might only wish she did.


      Milla releases me. “You heard her. I’ll live.”


      There’s a bitter quality to her tone I don’t understand. Does she think I care only about using her as a shield? That the only reason I want to save her life is because she’ll one day save mine? That has never been the case, and it never will. In the beginning, I tolerated her presence for Kat. But now...hell. I just don’t know.


      I don’t know anything anymore.


      Kat’s death broke my heart into a million pieces. Her insistence that I date other girls broke the pieces. I had nothing, was nothing, and had to put myself back together; whatever mortar I used changed me. I’m not the same. I’m a different guy, with different needs...and different desires.


      And right now those desires revolve around a punk-rock Barbie with a bad attitude and a heart of solid freaking gold.


      “I don’t care about my future,” I say. “I care about yours.”


      Her eyes widen. She shakes her head as if she’s certain she misheard. “You...you...what?”


      Ali rubs the bridge of her nose. “Can’t say I’m surprised by this. We’ve all noticed the vibe changing between you guys. And we need to talk about that, we really do.”


      “We really don’t.” My love life isn’t her business.


      “But whatever’s going on,” she continues, unabashed, “you can’t stand in the way of answers.”


      I ignore her. “Milla, I would rather you—”


      “No. I’m not playing I would rather with you,” she says, her features soft and vulnerable, beseeching me. “I have to do this. We’ll talk about the other thing later.”


      If I continue trying to stop this, she’ll fight me, really fight me, and maybe even hate me. So I do the only thing I can. I step back, allowing Reeve and Weber to get to work. Milla is poked and prodded, her blood filtered for hours, and finally she is injected with the new serum.


      We wait, tense, as one minute bleeds into another and she has no reaction. I begin to breathe again.


      “I don’t—” Suddenly she gasps, her back bowing. A scream rips from her. Then, just as suddenly, she goes limp and quiet, her head lolling to the side.


      My panic returns. I kneel before her to gently tap her cheek. “Milla.”


      “Don’t worry. This is normal.” Reeve chews on her bottom lip. “I think.”


      “You think?”


      Cole comes over to place a hand on my shoulder. “I wouldn’t have agreed to this if I thought Milla would be harmed.”


      “Give her time,” Reeve says.


      “I know you’ve softened toward Milla.” Ali meets my glare without flinching. “But she isn’t right for you, Frosty. She—”


      “This may come as a shock to you, but you don’t get a vote about the way I live my life.” My phone vibrates in my pocket. I check the screen, find a text from River.


      Guess what I C in the sky? Rabbit cloud.


      Attached is a picture of the cloud in question.


      Well, well. A zombie nest is stirring.


      Another text comes in.


      & get this. There’s a cloud shaped like a tombstone right next 2 it. I swear I see the letters RIP in the center


      A tombstone...a hint that the zombies are stirring at a cemetery? Shady Elms, perhaps. I wouldn’t be surprised.


      “Zombies will be on the prowl tonight.” I show the photo to Cole.


      “Capture them,” Reeve says. “I need to study them, find out if Rebecca altered them and if so, learn more about their new toxins. That way, if our serum doesn’t work or if Milla has a relapse, we’ll be better equipped to deal.”


      Cole arches a brow at me.


      I nod stiffly. I never thought I’d reach this point. A desire to capture zombies rather than kill them. But for Milla’s health...


      Yeah. I’ll do it.


      “I’ve never tried to capture multiple zombies but River has,” Cole says. “I’ll get with him. The rest of you meet us in the gym at six. We’ll head for Shady Elms when the sun begins to set at seven.”


      If Milla’s awake this evening, she’ll insist on going with us. I can’t let that happen. She’s been through too much today. “You got a sedative?” I ask Reeve.


      “Of course.” She digs through a drawer on the cart. “I don’t think you need one, though. You seem calm now.”


      “It’s for Milla. Later.”


      Bronx shakes his head. “Mistake, bro.”


      Better she’s pissed at me than injured—or worse.


      Reeve hands me a syringe, and I stuff it in my pocket next to my phone. I crouch in front of Milla, trace my thumb over the softness of her mouth. Her eyelids pop open and she jumps to her feet, gasping for breath she can’t seem to catch.


      “Hey. Hey,” I say, straightening. “You’re safe. You’re all right.”


      “No.” She shakes her head. “It’s still inside me, and it kills me, thánatos kills me and, and, and—” She clutches at my shirt, frantic. “The serum didn’t... It couldn’t... Only made the flames stronger...”


      “Hey.” I comb my fingers through the silk of her hair. “I’m not going to let you die. You have my word on that.”


      As she sags against me, I wrap my arms around her and hold on tight.


      “I’m sorry, Milla, but we need to check your blood one last time.” Reeve approaches, empty syringe in hand.


      Milla nods and I continue to hold her, unwilling to let go. I need her comfort as much as I need to give comfort back to her.


      Reeve sticks her, fills the belly of the syringe. A few minutes pass as Weber readies the specimen and exams it under a microscope. I know it’s bad news before the guy even speaks. I can see the disappointment shining from his face.


      “Milla’s right,” he says. “The red fire has already contaminated the blood we cleansed. In fact, I can see the essence of the red flames in her cells, feeding off everything it encounters. This virus—or whatever it is—used the serum as a power source. And she’s right. If she lights up now, thánatos could feed off her, too.”


      A tremor shakes her, but she remains quiet.


      Enough of this. I lift her. “Let’s get you to bed. When you wake up, I’ll make sure pizza is waiting for you rather than some lame sandwich.” I resort to humor because, if I don’t, I’ll rage.


      She softens and curls against me, conforming to the hard planes of my body. “Frosty?” she whispers, and my hands clench on her.


      “Yes.” I climb the steps, careful not to jostle her.


      “Do you believe we’ll beat Rebecca this time? Once and for all?”


      “I do. We’ll do whatever proves necessary.”


      “Yes. Yes, we will,” she says, and there’s a note of finality in her tone I don’t like. “Whatever proves necessary.”

      I expect Milla to want to rest. I should have known better. The moment I place her on the bed, she sits up and says, “You guys lost dýnamis, and I need to know if I lost it, too, or if it’s still simmering inside me, just covered, covered, covered up by the red flames.”


      “You heard Weber. Those red flames could hurt you now.”


      “They’re hurting me anyway.”


      A muscle ticks below my eye. “And just how are you going to tell if your dýnamis is covered by thánatos?”


      “By looking with my spiritual eye, where the fire—fires—burn.” She turns away from me. “I’m doing this with or without your approval.”


      Stubborn girl.


      “Fine.” But I’ll be watching her. I’ll step in if I detect the barest hint of unease.


      I remain by the bed, on high alert as one hour bleeds into another. Milla hasn’t moved from the bed. She’s oddly relaxed, as if she’s meditating.


      I’m due in the gym in ten minutes. If I’m going to use the sedative on her, there’s no better time. She’s distracted.


      I palm the syringe.


      “You’re making a big mistake.” Kat appears at my side.


      For the most part, she’s stuck to her once-a-day visitation schedule, but there are times she’s granted permission to pop in whenever she wants. I’ve found those are the days she’s on a rampage about something.


      “I’ve made a mistake before, kitten. The time I thought I’d made a mistake.” I whisper, hoping Milla remains in her calm, unaware state. “What are you doing here?”


      “Good news. I received permission to fix this particular mistake.”


      Milla opens her eyes.


      Damn it!


      “Mistake?” she asks.


      “That’s right.” Kat anchors her hands on her hips. “Zombies will be on the loose tonight, but Frosty Dearest is planning to fight them without you.”


      “Zombies?” Milla throws her legs over the side of the bed and stands. She grabs her swords from inside our shared weapons case and straps them to her back. “I’m going with. Don’t argue.”


      “What about checking for dýnamis?” I say through gritted teeth.


      “Well, well. Someone certainly changed his tune.” She flips her hair over her shoulder. “I didn’t see it, but I’ll continue my internal scan later.”


      I glare at Kat. “Thanks for nothing.”


      She blows me a kiss. “Also, Milla, he has a sedative in his pocket, and he plans to use it on you.” Her smile is pure evil. “I do whatever’s necessary, too.” With that, she vanishes, there one moment, gone the next.


      “You what?” Milla reaches a hand into my pocket, yanks out the syringe and has the needle uncapped and positioned at my neck before I realize her intent. “Do you really want to travel this road?”


      “A weak partner can get a stronger partner killed.”


      “I’m not weak. I’m ready. And when did we become partners?”


      “Today.” And partners do not sabotage each other. I glare at her. “Fine. I’m sorry. I just don’t want you getting hurt.”


      Her features soften, but only slightly. She recaps the syringe and tosses it into the trash. “I can’t make any promises.” She pops a clip in her .44. “But I’ll survive. I always do.”


      Good enough for now, I suppose. I tweak the end of her nose. “You’re a brat, you know that, right?”


      “Yeah, but you’re brattier.”


      This is true.


      We head to the gym, and though we’re right on time, we’re the last to arrive. Cole’s in the middle of a speech.


      “—River and Milla in the van with Justin.”


      “And me.” Where Milla goes, I go.


      Cole nods. “The rest of us will leave our bodies here and head to the cemetery on foot. We need to make sure Rebecca and her agents aren’t hiding nearby. River, when he arrives, will be in charge. I expect you to obey his orders as if they come directly from me. And remember, the goal is to capture zombies in one piece.”


      “But two halves will be accepted,” Gavin says.


      Chuckles sweep the room.


      River spends a good chunk of time explaining his plan. Namely, he and Milla will bag and tag the captives. I don’t like it, I don’t like it at all, but protesting would embarrass Milla so I remain quiet. For now.


      “All right.” Cole nods. “Let’s do this.”


      I climb into the back of the van and help Milla do the same. Justin takes the wheel and River the front passenger seat. Cole, Ali, Gavin, Jaclyn, Love and Chance leave their bodies behind, as ordered, and take off on foot.


      As we speed down the road, I peer out the window. The moon is a hook. How fun would it be to hang a tire swing from it? The stars are absent, and there are only two clouds in the sky. The one shaped like a fluffy bunny, and the one shaped like a tombstone.


      “When I’m a witness—” I begin.


      “Finger crossed that doesn’t happen anytime soon,” Milla interjects.


      “Like these zombies will get the best of me. Woman, you’ve met me, right?”


      She flips me off.


      “Anyway.” I tweak her nose, a new, favorite habit. “I’m going to shape a cloud into a penis.”


      “Of course you are. Because you’re the most mature person I know.”


      “Okay, what would you shape, Miss Prim and Proper?”


      “An angel. Giving people the finger.”


      I chuckle.


      We arrive at Shady Elms and discover the others are still searching the parking lot, surrounding streets and forest for any sign of Rebecca’s agents. When they finish, declaring we’re in the clear, we approach the cemetery’s perimeter. Zombies are indeed out tonight. There are too many to count, a sea of rotted spirits that seems to stretch for miles.


      None of the zombies are able to step past the Blood Lines we poured soon after our last battle, but that doesn’t stop them from trying to push past the invisible wall.


      “Don’t you see,” Milla says, pointing. “The same zombies. Look there, there and there. And there! Four versions of the same zombie.”


      Ali’s eyes go wide. “But...that’s impossible. Right?”


      “Rebecca.” Gavin says the name the same way anyone else would say cancer. “Every human has one spirit. Just one. Are these...I don’t know...clones?”


      “We’ll find out.” Cole looks to River. “You’re up.”
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      Frosty takes my hand and gives a comforting squeeze. I’m irritated with him for even thinking about sedating me and leaving me behind, but I’m also amazed by the concern he keeps showing for me. Plus, I’m worried about him and River—about everyone. Old fears of losing the people I love dog me. And the dog has rabies.


      “You’ll want to help us,” River tells the others, “but don’t. Stay out here and wrangle the collared zombies we toss at you. If you’re in there and you’re bitten, the horde could be cleansed...as things stand right now, it’s not likely, I know, but we can’t risk the ruination of the samples Reeve needs.”


      I remove the metal collars from my backpack and hook them to my belt loops. Collars we stole from Anima because they place zombies under our control.


      “Ready?” he asks me.


      I nod. “Ready.”


      River hands Frosty a vial of Blood Line neutralizer. “Use this only if we get hurt and you have to swoop to the rescue.”


      “Won’t we have to use it to get the collared zombies out?” Ali asks.


      “No. Once they’re collared, they’re tangible and they can move past the Blood Lines just as we do while we’re in bodily form.”


      Frosty kisses my forehead. “Be careful. Or I’ll be pissed.”


      More concern from him. It’s... I don’t... Wow. “Ditto.” It’s all I can manage.


      River nudges me, and I force myself to focus. Zombies. Battle. Collars. Nothing else matters right now.


      “I hope you know what you’re doing,” he whispers, and it’s clear he’s not talking about our mission.


      I pretend he is, though. “I do. Try to keep up.”


      “Milla—”


      I surge forward. He isn’t far behind. Because we’re still in our bodies, we pass the Blood Lines, no problem. But the moment we do, zombies stop trying to claw their way free and turn toward us.


      I slow. River steps out of his body—which the creatures will now ignore—and rushes ahead of me. Pop. Pop. Pop. One zombie after another drops, felled by a single bullet. A path opens up and I make my move, separating from my body while ripping a collar free. Spinning, I end up behind a zombie coming in hot and slap the metal around his neck. He goes still instantly, the electrical pulses in the metal disrupting his ability to function.


      He’s now tangible to those in the physical realm—not to mention visible. If civilians show up tonight...well, I won’t worry about it. Frosty and the others will take care of it.


      After tagging four more zombies, I slip back into my body and drag the first to Frosty...who steps past the Blood Lines to help me. Does he never freaking listen?


      “Take him to the van,” I command before returning to my brother rather than the other collars. The horde around River has thickened and needs to be thinned.


      We press our backs together, just like in the old days, and fight the fiends while guarding each other. I step out of my body to swing my sword, then spin back into it, only to step out again and spin in the other direction to chop, chop, chop at the creatures. Limbs fall around us. Heads roll. Black goo sprays. The scent of rot saturates the air, strong enough to gag me, but I’ve learned to ignore it.


      Red eyes glow in a darkness illuminated only by Justin’s supercharged headlights, and teeth snap at us. No matter how many creatures we fell, the mob never actually thins...until Frosty disobeys orders yet again and comes in guns blazing. He shoots until I hear telltale clicks to indicate he’s out of bullets. But it doesn’t matter. He twirls the weapons in his hands and ax blades suddenly glint in the moonlight. He uses them to slice through putrefied brains.


      “I’ve got this,” River says. “Tag the fallen.”


      I rip the rest of the collars from my belt loop and pick off the zombies Frosty has immobilized.


      “Take this one past the line.” I push one of my conquests Frosty’s way and return to my post behind my brother. The process repeats three more times, the three of us like well-oiled cogs in a machine...until I lose my brother in the sea of undead bodies.


      Where is he?


      I search, and yeah, okay, maybe I’m a little too frantic about it, losing focus. Fingers tangle in my hair, jerking me backward.       Frosty

      I march into the bathroom, catch a glimpse of my reflection—and a small scream escapes. I’m not that bad. I’m worse. Mascara coats the underside of my red-rimmed eyes. There are black streaks at the end of my nose and around my mouth. My hair sticks out in tangled spikes, and several bites are scabbed over on my neck and arms.

      “I’ve told them not to speak to you. Don’t even acknowledge them.” My brother leads me to Love. “Sit here.”

      Roger, staring at me, runs his tongue over his teeth. Usually an action of flirtation, he somehow makes it a physical threat.


      Eric blows me a kiss, all teeth and bite.


      No one notices. Or so I think.


      Frosty strides over and drills Roger in the back of the head. As Roger crumples, Frosty slams a fist into Eric’s nose, breaking the cartilage. A pained howl rings out.


      “Anyone else want to try and make Milla uncomfortable?” Frosty glances around the room, tense and ready to throw down.


      Silence reigns.


      “Yeah, I didn’t think so. If you change your mind, you know where to find me—or I’ll find you.”

      Do I want to be?

      Frosty! I still, even as my heartbeat speeds up.


      “Why? I’m not hurting her.” Chance sets me on my feet. “I don’t hurt my friends.”


      Frosty approaches us, trapping me in the middle of a testosterone sandwich. “Where were you a few months ago, when River kicked her out? She was sure hurting then.”


      “I know where I wasn’t,” Chance snaps. “At the bottom of a bottle, or in some random chick’s bed.”


      Frosty draws back a fist, ready to strike.


      “No!” I shout. “No. This isn’t happening. We aren’t fighting amongst ourselves. And over what? A little teasing?” I give Chance a push toward the exit. “Go tell Love good-night, then go to your own room like a good little boy.” I stare him down until he shuffles off—then I turn to Frosty. “What the hell was that?”


      He leans down until we’re nose-to-nose. “He’s with someone else. I won’t let him lead you on.”

      —Milla gasps, and the vision fades.

      I’m ashamed.


      “I’m sorry,” I croak. “I’m so sorry. I never meant to hurt you.”

      “Oh, really. I matter so much you left me seconds after your ex caught us together. I matter so much, you’ve kept your distance ever since. Sorry, but I can do without your particular brand of caring.”


      I guess business is over.


      She reaches for the door. “I’m going forward with my plan, with or without your approval.”


      I cup her by the nape, holding her in place. I mean to tell her the terrible consequences she’ll face if she saves my sorry hide. I mean to tell her the reason I’ve stayed away from her, the reason she has to stay here and stay safe. I can’t handle even the thought of losing her. But the moment we’re skin-to-skin, heat-to-heat, nothing matters but tasting her.


      I rasp, “I owed Kat a goodbye,” and smash my lips into hers.


      She doesn’t open for me. Not at first. Then she moans, and our tongues find each other. I back her into the wall. Her hands tangle in my hair as I run my own down her sides, palm the back of her thighs and lift her off the floor. She wraps her legs around me and tilts her head, letting me take her mouth deeper, harder. I kiss her as if it’s the last time I’ll see her. As if it’s my last night on earth. As if she’s the only girl in existence—because she is. To me, she is.


      The boy I was craved Kat. The man I am craves Milla.


      The taste of her drugs me. She’s headier than a bottle of Jack, and if I’m not careful, I’m going to lose track of my surroundings, forget the war and carry her to bed, where I’ll keep her for at least a week.


      I’m panting as I pull back and set her gently on her feet.


      She peers up at me with passion-glazed eyes. “Are you going to run away now?”


      “I’m done running. I’m right where I want to be.” I flatten my hands beside her temples, my body caging hers, I breathe her in, enjoying the heat she radiates, and lean in to nuzzle her cheek. “I’ll let you go after Love on one condition.”

      “If they are, they’ll be punished. If they’re telling the truth, they have to do everything in their power to find her.” One of Emma’s ears twitches, and she inclines her head. “I’ve got to go. I’ll return when I learn more.” A second later, she’s gone.


      That’s something, at least. And by the time River returns, Chance has deduced the bird landed somewhere downtown. Everyone but Milla dons a suit, forgoing the face mask for now.


      Rather than loading one of the collared zombies into a van we’ve doused with Blood Lines, Reeve hands Milla a syringe. “This is a weakened version of the toxin. Inject yourself right before you begin the search.”


      The group heads to the garage. Cole takes the wheel, and Ali takes the front passenger seat. The rest of us pile into the back. The entire drive, I hold Milla on my lap, protecting her while I can.


      Cole parks in a darkened alley, and Milla turns to me, gifting me with a soft smile.


      “I’m going to survive this, whatever it takes.”


      “Good. Because I want another kiss.”


      “More than one, I hope.”


      “Greedy girl.” I lightly smack her ass. “All right. You talked me into it.”


      She flips me off before pushing her spirit from her body and stepping out of the van. It takes everything I’ve got to stay put when every protective instinct screams to go after her.


      “Masks,” Cole says, and we anchor our face masks into place.


      I move to the front of the van, crouching between the seats, watching as Milla takes her place in the headlights.


      She sits against a wall. Trembling, she lifts the syringe to her arm. Deep breath in...out... She injects the toxin. Her eyes go wide, in seconds turning neon red. Pain contorts her features, but she manages to stand.


      I glance at the stopwatch hanging from my neck and press Start. In ten minutes, I will inject her with the antidote whether she’s found Love or not. Nothing and no one will stop me.


      She stumbles forward. One minute bleeds into two...three. Cole ensures the van remains directly behind her. The sun is in the process of rising, but it’s so early in the morning that very few people are on the streets; those who are pay no attention to Milla, and she pays no attention to them. Civilian is not what’s for dinner.


      Four. Five. Six minutes.


      Tension knots my stomach, ice chips crystallizing in my blood.


      Seven. Eight. Nine.


      I’m busting out of the van in thirty seconds flat.


      “What’s she doing?” Cole pulls over and throws the van into Park.


      I focus on Milla, who is clawing at the glass doors of an office building.


      Ali rips off her mask. “Love has to be in there.”


      Thank God. I fly out of the van and shove the needle deep into Milla’s neck. She collapses in my arms, trembles as I carry her to the vehicle. As gently as possible I place her on the floorboards while the rest of the slayers strip out of their suits and pour into the streets, armed up and ready to go.

      “You owe me kisses, remember? There’s no way I’m not coming back.” I rush toward the building and take stock. The lights are snuffed out, and there are no shifting shadows to indicate movement. My friends are nowhere in sight, either, but a hole has been cut in the glass and the alarm system has already been disabled. I duck through the hole.


      The rustle of clothing, the shuffle of shoes.


      I follow the sounds and find Chance, who is standing behind a kneeling man, his gun aimed and ready. The other slayers are busy at the dock of monitors, rewinding and watching footage.


      “One and only chance.” Chance cocks the gun. “Tell me where she is.”


      The man actually pees himself. “Th-the injured girl? They took her to the third floor. But I didn’t hurt her, I swear. I was told to watch the monitors and report any suspicious activity. I—I didn’t notify anyone about the brunette at the door. I wanted to help her, and I knew they’d tell me no.”


      “Thank you.” Chance slams the handle of the gun into the guy’s temple; he slumps forward, landing with a thud.


      Had to be done. If we’d left him conscious, he could have pulled the alarm the moment we walked away.


      “He was telling the truth.” Bronx points to one of the monitors. “They’re on the third floor.”

      Yeah. That’s what I thought.

      “Do you want to die?” Chance asks.


      “Barbie,” Ali says, and I know she’s speaking to Gavin. “Because you made such a ludicrous suggestion, you have to strip and dance for us. All of us.”


      Snicker, snicker.


      “I thought you’d never ask.” I can hear the smile in his voice.


      “Oh, hell. He was serious. Put it back on!” Cole is laughing too hard; I can’t make out his next words.


      A chorus of “yes” rings out, but darkness returns, the world quiet once again.

      As I shower, anticipation energizes me but also scares the crap out of me. Has he changed his mind? I tremble as I don a pink top with lace and a short white skirt. As good as it’s gonna get right now.


      When I emerge from the bathroom, Ali and Kat are sitting on the bed.


      “Hey.” I expected Kat to confront me sooner or later, but I should have known she’d bring backup.


      “Let’s just get it over with,” Kat says. “But first, let’s procrastinate. You look pretty, Milla. Tough and pretty. And it’s totally not fair. I kinda wish you were a toad.”

      “We’re not here to complain,” Ali says.

      “Die.” The word echoes in my mind, cutting like a dagger. I’m bleeding shock and betrayal, though I have no right to the latter emotion.


      Sow and reap. I’m reaping.


      But what of these two girls? They castigated me for something they themselves were doing. It’s hypocrisy, plain and simple.


      I want to lash out. How dare they! But feelings are fleeting, I remind myself, and right now, an outburst will be counterproductive.

      He shakes his head, adamant. “I can’t abandon my friends in the middle of a war.”


      “Neither can I, snowman.” I will be here for him.


      Navy blue eyes beseech me. “I need you alive, Milla.”


      And I need to touch him. I move forward; the moment I reach him, I sink my greedy hands under his shirt, directly on his chest—over his heart. His skin is white-hot, velvet over steel.


      “No one is guaranteed a future,” I remind him, and his heart hammers so quickly I can’t count the beats. “No one, not with a vision or without. All we have is today, this second.” And I don’t want to waste it. “You promised me a kiss.”


      He hooks a lock of hair behind my ear. “I promised you more than one. I’m addicted to the taste of you.”

      “I hold out as long as I can, savoring every torturous second, but you smell so good, like roses and pecans, and I’m so worked up already, have wanted you all night...”

      We’re both panting. We’re both trembling. Deep down I know he sees me, sees who I am, what I am, and he likes me anyway.

      He plays with the ends of my hair. “I’ll burn and I’ll get over it. I’ve got you where I want you. I’m not letting go.”
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      I hold Milla in my arms as she dozes. Sleeping is impossible for me, my mind a roller coaster of activity. I can’t stop thinking about our kiss—can’t stop craving another. I told myself I’d let her go afterward. I’d walk away and never look back.

      Maybe she senses my tension. She mutters my name and stretches like a pinup, lifting her arms above her head, arching her back.


      So beautiful.


      The urge to touch her overwhelms me, and I shift her still-dark locks through my fingers, the strands like silk. The blood in my veins heats, boils...one touch isn’t enough, will never be enough.


      I should get up. Leave.


      Too late. She blinks open her eyes and gasps. “You’re still here.”


      “Where did you expect me to be?”


      “Honestly? Anywhere else.” A slow smile blooms. “But I’m glad you stayed.”


      There’s a clench of desire low in my gut.


      A hard knock sounds at the door. “Zombies are headed toward the house,” Cole announces. “Gear up.”


      Zombies? Headed this way?


      Mills and I scramble out of bed. The last time zombies approached a home I lived in, they wore bomb collars and destroyed everything in their path, distracting us and allowing Anima’s most lethal agents to close in.


      “Don’t try to ditch me out there,” Milla tells me, a tremor in her voice. She straps on the holster for her short swords. “Stay by my side.”


      No way in hell. The less time I spend with her during battle, the less likely Ali’s vision is to come true.


      “Frosty,” she says, exasperated.


      I ignore her and rip open the door. Other slayers are rushing out of their rooms, their expressions a mix of fury and dread. We congregate in the weapons room, hurriedly gathering extra daggers, guns and ammo.


      “There are probably two hundred zombies,” Cole says. “Justin and Gavin were on patrol and spotted them. In our favor, they aren’t wearing collars so there are no bombs. Also, when our boys tried to engage, they were ignored. The hordes are acting just like Milla when she searched for Love.”


      “But I scented slayers,” she says. “Why would zombies ignore Justin and Gavin?”


      “The serum draws like to like, remember.” I hand her my favorite guns, the ones with retractable axes, and show her how to work them. “But why aren’t zombies fighting other zombies right now?”


      “They scent Milla.” Kat appears a few feet in front of me, her features tight with worry. “They hunger for thánatos.”


      “But she’s not lit up with red flames.” Ali slams a clip in place. “How can they scent it?”


      “As with any fire, heat and smoke waft. In this case, spiritual heat and smoke,” Kat replies. “And it’s only growing stronger.”


      Milla flattens her hands over her stomach, clearly horrified. “I don’t feel hot. Don’t see any smoke. Should I wear one of the suits?”


      “No. Let the hordes come,” I growl. “Let them ignore us while trying to get to you, unable to reach you. Because yes, you’ll ride the pine.”


      She stiffens, but nods.


      “And if they can’t scent you,” Cole says, “they might attack any humans nearby. That, we can’t allow.”


      “Okay. No suit,” Milla says.


      A thought—what if something goes wrong?


      Worry twists my insides. Did Kat feel this helpless every time I went off to battle? Countless times she tried to stop me. Don’t go. Stay with me. I always resisted, helping and guarding my friends far more important than saving myself from a few injuries.


      “Be on the lookout,” Cole says. “Smith might try to use our distraction against us and snatch Tiffany.”


      Bronx smiles an evil smile. “I wish her good luck with that. I set some wicked-ass traps around Tiff’s cage.”


      No wonder I admire the guy so much.


      “I’m thinking we need to stay together, just in case zombies turn on us,” Ali says. “If someone gets bit, we do whatever it takes to inject him—or her—with antidote. Speaking of, Reeve and Weber played with the formula so that it works on anyone who’s built up an immunity.” She opens a case filled with instruments that look like EpiPens. “Take as many as you can carry.”


      I stuff a handful in my pocket, and everyone else does the same.


      “I’m sorry,” Kat says, at my side now.


      Milla’s head is high as she walks away, offering privacy.


      “I know,” I say. Kat did what she thought was necessary to protect me. Just like I’ll do what I think is necessary to protect Milla. She learned from it, and now we move on. “You’re forgiven.”


      Her shoulders slump with relief. “Frosty the softy,” she says with a half smile. “Thank you.”


      “Let’s talk later, okay?”


      Kat nods and disappears.


      Ali leads us to the roof. I close in on Milla and walk at her side. If anything happens to her...


      Nothing better happen to her.


      Halogen lights are anchored to the iron fence surrounding the property, and for the first time since I moved in, those lights are glowing. I take stock, watching as the hordes breach the property line and step into the high beams. Zombies in front hiss as they fall back, and the next in line step over them...only to hiss and fall back. But the creatures are determined to reach Milla and won’t be deterred. Soon, even as their spirits sizzle, they are push, push, pushing at the gate.


      “Milla,” Cole says, “you stay up here to act as our bait.”


      Her nod is clipped.


      Bait usually gets eaten. Not this time. I’ll die first.


      His violet gaze scans the rest of us. “Fight to kill.” He steps out of his body, the new version of him grabbing the handrail that hangs on a nearly transparent wire, already covered in Blood Lines. He slides down, down, flying over the gate, landing just behind the crowd of zombies.


      Ali is next, then Chance, Love and Jaclyn.


      River pounds Milla’s fist. “If I kill more zombies than Frosty, you have to do my laundry for a month.”


      “No way. I would rather eat a zombie,” she says.


      “I’ll take that as a hell, yes.” River steps out of his body and flies into the action.


      My gaze follows him, and I see—


      No way. Just no way. His spirit ghosts through two of the zombies. Zombies are spirits, not bodies. The two should have collided. There’s only one explanation. Those weren’t zombies but humans dressed as zombies.


      Rebecca’s agents are hidden in the masses.


      Shit, shit, shit. I search the sea of rot, but it’s too hard to tell real from fake. Except—


      There! A collar is hooked to the zombie’s belt loop. Not zombie. Human. Has to be. The agents hope to collar us.


      I tell Milla, and she pales.


      “We’re in trouble,” she says as she, too, scans the sea.


      If the volts in the collars are strong enough, slayers will die in minutes. Or, maybe the goal is to make us solid to the touch, allowing agents to carry us away without civilians able to watch or cameras able to record.


      “I have to disable the agents,” I say, remaining in my body as I grip the rail.


      “Go. Warn the others.” Milla gives me a push, and I drop, wind slapping against my face.


      I let go just before I reach the end of a wire: a giant oak. Landing is jarring, considering I’m moving at what has to be a thousand miles per hour, but I recover swiftly and roll with my momentum. As I straighten, I palm two semiautomatics and spray bullets in every direction. I’m in the physical realm, so I don’t have to worry about hurting my friends, who are in the spirit realm. Grunts ring out, groans of pain soon following.


      When I run out of bullets, I drop the empty clips and jam the end of the guns onto new ones, which are currently strapped to my thighs. Then it’s once again party time.


      I stop only when Milla’s flying form comes into view. She kicks the agent sneaking up on me and sends him to his back, allowing me to shoot him. She lands and rolls, and every zombie in the immediate area stops to face her.


      “Go back,” I snarl. “Now!”


      “Clearly you need someone on your six.” She withdraws her own semiautomatics and shoots up the area behind me.


      More grunts. More groans.


      I whip around to watch three agents topple. Damn it! Like the other one, they’d almost had me.


      Zombies head straight for Milla. I drop my guns and reach for my swords, then step out of my body to remove any arms and legs that reach her way. Different parts soon form a wall between us and the rest of the horde.


      When I return to my body, I look for Milla. There! An agent stands behind her, one arm snaked around her neck, the other around her waist. She bucks against him, slamming the back of her head into his nose. Howling in pain, he loosens his hold and she’s able to break free by jamming her elbows into his stomach, then latching onto his arm, at the same time ducking and yanking him over her head.


      I palm a gun and, while the guy is down, shoot him in the chest.


      As zombies scale the wall of parts, I move in and out of my body. Milla cries out. I whip around. Two agents punch at her, keeping her distracted while a third sneaks up behind her, a collar ready to be snapped around her neck.


      No way in hell! I aim, squeeze the trigger. He flies backward.


      A frantic thud of footsteps behind me. I spin, ready to shoot, and come face-to-face with the barrel of a .38.


      “Drop your weapon,” a hard male voice demands.


      Like hell. I go low and kick out my leg. Contact! He drops.


      I’m there when he lands, slamming my fist into his nose; cartilage snaps. His eyes close, his body going lax. I straighten—only to fly backward as pain explodes in my shoulder.


      I’ve been hit.


      Milla unleashes a blood-curdling scream, and I fight my way to my feet. Blood gushes down my shirt. Stars wink over my vision as I try to breathe. I step...step, moving forward. My knees give out, but it doesn’t stop me. I crawl. Have to get to Milla... Can’t let her get hurt...or worse.


      “No, no. Don’t hurt him.” Suddenly she’s at my side, her soft hands pressing my wound to stop the flow of blood. “Stay still, Frosty. Okay? All right? Just stay still. I’ll take care of you.”


      Fog rolls in, but I manage to stay awake. “You...okay?”


      “I’m fine. But you... I didn’t shield you.” Tears spill down her cheeks. “Couldn’t get to you in time. I’m sorry. I’m so sorry.”


      I try to reach up and wipe those tears away, but movement is impossible. My muscles have seized. “No...tears. Not for...me.” I have trouble catching my breath. “You...all that...matters.”


      The tears only fall faster.


      “You have a choice,” an unfamiliar voice says.


      “I know. I know. We die or we go with you calmly,” she snaps. “You don’t need the collars, and you don’t need to hurt him. We’ll cooperate.”


      The tallest one smiles without humor. “I know you’ll go with us calmly because, if one of you acts up, the other dies.”
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      We’re disarmed, dragged to a van and stuffed in the back, and our friends have no idea, can’t see us through the sea of zombies.


      A guard barks “Patch him up” before slamming the door. At least we aren’t handcuffed or tied down. More than that, we’re alone in back, a clear plate separating us from the driver and his passenger.


      I rip the hem of Frosty’s T-shirt and use the material to bind his shoulder.


      “You should have...continued to fight.” He’s panting more heavily now.


      “And let them take you away from me? No.”


      “Exactly why you...should have stayed...on roof.”


      “My main objective has always been your safety. That hasn’t changed.” His skin is pale, and he’s lost a lot of blood. He needs dýnamis.


      Look inside...look inside...


      I’ve looked countless times and failed to find it.


      So what? Try again. Use faith.


      Faith. Yes. When faith is low, build it up with words and thoughts. “I can do this.” I can.


      I sit back on my haunches, scoot away from Frosty—just in case thánatos escapes—and close my eyes. The mind is a beautiful, complex thing. It observes, stores. It’s how my spirit communicates with my body. I go deep, deeper, enduring horrendous, blistering heat, at last spotting the smoke Reeve mentioned. I do my best to look past it, but it’s just too thick.


      Still I go deeper. Pain consumes me, burning, burning, boiling. Sweat breaks out on my skin. My lungs constrict, making it difficult to breathe. A high-pitched scream assaults my ears, and I want it to stop, need it to stop.


      “Stop, Milla. Stop now.”


      My eyelids pop open, and I slump over, the hideous burn fading, the scream subsiding. “I’m sorry,” I cry. “I’m so sorry.”


      He reaches out with his good hand to caress my cheek. “It’s not your fault, sweet pea.”


      But it is. I had one job, just one. Save him. “We’ll be okay. Maybe...maybe we can ambush them when they let us out.” I search the back of the vehicle, but it’s been emptied of anything we can use as a weapon. Helplessness bombards me.


      “Whatever proves necessary,” he says. “Survive.”


      “Ditto.”


      When the van suddenly jolts to a stop, I move in front of him, determined to protect him. He yanks me to his side. His body is weak, but his determination is strong.


      The back door opens, revealing three agents with rifles already trained on us.


      Guess we won’t be doing any kind of ambush, after all.


      “Out,” the one in the middle commands.


      Frosty gives me a comforting squeeze before he releases me. I slowly climb outside, where I’m swung against the side of the van, my hands tied behind my back. Frosty follows me under his own steam, only to be given the same treatment, despite being wounded.


      I look around. We’re in some kind of underground parking garage, but there are no other cars, no one to ask for help. We’re herded to a bank of elevators and whisked to the eleventh floor, where I’m introduced to a nightmare worse than burning alive. The re-creation of Anima.


      A handful of men and women in lab coats are bustling around counters scattered with vials, beakers and equipment I don’t recognize. I’ve heard of labs like this. Ali and Jaclyn were tortured in one. River was kept in one for weeks before being moved to the warehouse he “escaped.” He was injected with mysterious serums. His spirit was somehow yanked out of his body by force. His mind was shocked. His skin was torched.


      Frosty and I are pulled apart. To be taken to separate rooms? But he erupts into action, throwing off his captors and tackling mine. I hit the ground, released as the guards do their best to defend themselves. Not that they do a very good job. Frosty is like a boy possessed. He head butts, throws shoulders and elbows and kicks. He bites off a piece of a guard’s ear, then spits the bloody cartilage on the floor.


      A chorus of pain, a macabre soundtrack as one of the guards lunges at Frosty. I extend my legs, tripping him, and he lands hard, faceup. Frosty slams his booted foot into his neck, crushing his windpipe. The guy doesn’t get back up.


      Even without the use of his hands, Frosty is a master fighter, and he’s determined to protect me whatever the cost. I can do no less.

      “If either one gives you any more trouble,” she continues, “shoot the boy. He’s damaged goods, anyway.”


      Panic claws at me, ripping at my insides. “We’ll behave,” I insist, my gaze beseeching Frosty.


      Only two of the guards are able to crawl to their feet. They roughly haul Frosty to his. I stand on my own, only to be grabbed. I offer no protest.       I blow him a kiss. He hisses, and Smith stiffens.
